MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
August 22, 2016

Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
1. Approval of the (Selectboard) SB minutes from July 18, 2016 was postponed until Ed Read’s return.  Chuck made a motion to approve minutes from August 1, 2016.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Darrell Mays (Darrell) and SB discussed fuel prices, the OPIS daily rate charts, fixed prices vs. variable, and a new fuel additive option.  
Danny Bellavance (Danny) went on to explain the new additive, its chemical components, emissions reduction and efficiency increase percentages (75% and 20-30% respectively).  It is not widely used in the northeast yet but Texas has mandated its use.  Darrell is using it in his fleet and personal vehicles.    

Chuck asked for the price of fuel from Darrell without the additive and he said it would be .5 less per gallon.  

SB thanked Darrell and Danny for coming and then decided they needed the following; fixed prices from Darrell, Bourne’s and White.  They also need to know upon whose rack rate these companies are basing their prices.  

Jared then made a motion to accept the propane bid from Gillespie and have them install the 500 gallon tank, which they would own, for a cost of between $300-$400 hook up fee.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

3. Consideration of Purchase of Mad River Park Fields had been postponed to a later date.
4. Gail Aloisio (Gail) from CVRPC addressed the SB with an overview of the Hazard Mitigation Plan progress thus far.  She encouraged viewers at home to take the survey, connecting to it through the faystonvt.com website.  She then spoke about the upcoming general roads permit that is going to be required through the Dept. of Environmental Conservation for all municipalities.  The SB is not excited about the cost of the permit nor future costs of road work meeting erosion control mandates.  They are, and do, plan to accelerate the replacement of culverts.  Gail said there would be a requirement to have an inventory of all roads that are connected to a stream.  There will be inventory forms available for the town to use or perhaps someone from CVRPC who might help the town. All rules and regulations are not clear yet.
5. Included in discussion #2.

6. SB signed the Permit for Public Festival Siptemberfest and gave Patti permission to sign the Application for a Festival Permit to the DLC.  
7. Laura Brines had requested the Town to waive permit fees for the reconstruction of the McCullough Bridge.  Jared made a motion to waive the administrative fess but not the fee for noticing in the Valley Reporter.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8. Update on #9 Hill was that Dubois would begin bore testing this week or next.

At this point the SB thanked Stuart, Tony and Joshuah, Kingsbury Construction, Griffin & Griffin, Hallstrom Excavation, Dennis Hanlon, Jack Corliss and all who helped with the washouts on August 16 on Sharpshooter and Dunbar Hill Roads.  

9. Jared made a motion to move forward with the tax sale process using David Sunshine as the attorney.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

10. SB sent out congratulations to our own Laura Graves who won the bronze medal for dressage at the Olympics.  

11. Other Business: Chuck wondered if the SB or Stuart should attend reasonable suspicion training being offered by VLCT.  Stuart has attended one in the past five years and the decision was made it was not necessary at this time.
Chuck informed the SB that Duxbury has pulled out of the Solid Waste Alliance and gone with Central Vermont.  

SB briefly discussed upcoming budget items including possibly creating a contingency/emergency fund.

Chuck noted a new Citizens Assistance Registration form that he encouraged those with medical needs fill out and file in case of an emergency.  Forms are available at the town office.

12. SB read mail and signed the order August 16, 2016 through August 22, 2016.
