Selectboard Minutes
8/28/17
Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared) Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests:  Stuart Hallstrom, Sandy Macy, Corrie Miller
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 7/31/17.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. Selectboard ratified signing of the Siptemberfest Festival Permit application on 8/9/17 by Ed and Chuck.  Jared signed as of 8/28/17.

3. SB reviewed several offers made to purchase the 2009 GMC Town Pickup Truck ranging from $2500.00 to $11,000.00. See attached. Ads for sale of the truck had been placed in The Valley Reporter, The World, Craigslist and FPF. Ed made a motion to accept the $11,000.00 bid from George Welch.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  Patti will contact Mr. Welch to let him know he has won the bid.  

4. SB signed Excess Weight Permit for Tim Thompson Trucking, LLC.

5. SB reviewed a petition submitted by Zachary and Stacey Casey, of 760 Dunbar Hill Road, requesting relocation of a culvert on Dunbar Hill.  See attached.  Stuart addressed this first by saying that due to new state requirements the Town is unable to direct any storm water into rivers or streams so Mr. Casey’s request was not possible.  Jared asked if there was any other work that could be done up there to lessen the problem.  Stuart said Mr. Casey could ditch his own property but does not believe the Town should do it.  He also suggested dumping some fill up there to help keep the water away from his lawn which he believes Mr. Casey is trying to dry out.  Stuart was also told by a neighbor that under Mr. Casey’s driveway there are springs that are producing the majority of the water.  Ed commented that it was a pre-existing condition and not caused by any road work.  Stuart confirmed.  Jared made a motion to deny the Casey petition for the Town to relocate a culvert.  Ed seconded.  The SB asked that Stuart meet with Mr. Casey, explain the new law and give Mr. Casey advice if he could.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. There was no update on the Bridgewater Environmental Court suit regarding the Castergren property on Boyce Road.

7. SB asked Patti to contact T.K. Gibbs to get an idea of when he might begin the final roadside mowing.

8. # Nine Hill Road – there was no status update.  No one has heard from Peter Lazorchak. Chuck will follow up with Peter.  Stuart asked if the Town was going to shim it this year and the SB asked Stuart to contact John Reynolds to get that done.

9. Town Garage Heating System – Stuart is aware that the new furnace is in but he is not sure when Calvin might begin the project.

10. Corrie Miller came before the SB with the final plans for storm water mitigation at the Fayston Elementary School.  She gave a brief history of the project and how it had made it to this stage.  She showed the project layout.  Several items were discussed such as a Memorandum of Understanding that would be necessary between the School District and the Town regarding on-going maintenance of that project (cutting vegetation, cleaning silt, etc.), if the existing culvert that is intended to take all the water is big enough, project costs, grant monies, Town or District fund matches, application deadlines, the site being under three acres of impervious surface and thus unlikely to be required to change the existing situation, and the thought that the McCullough Barn parcel parking lot might be expanded at some point which would be impossible with the plan as presented.  Ed asked if the engineer might look at reconfiguring one of the cells at the barn and/or look at the other side of the barn as a possible drainage area.  Corrie will get back to the SB.

While at the table Jared mentioned that he and Corrie had spoken and they would like to meet with Stuart, Patti, and Sarah to delve into what grants are available for road projects and how to make the applications for the same more efficient.  Jared will make this happen.

11. Road Foreman Update – Stuart said using the rented excavator they were done digging on North Fayston Road, had replaced a culvert on Bragg Hill, and were now using it to dig up a section of Marble Hill Road.  He said the roadside mower is coming on 9/4/17 and that the crusher should be here any day.  Ed said the Town would be renting that excavator every year moving forward.  There is still a lot of wood left at the Town garage.  They have had no bites on the boiler for sale but that Joshua Livingston may want to purchase it.  Stuart thinks between $5,000.00 and $6,000.00 is fair.  

12. Other Business:

The Randell Road Bridge project – Ed is waiting to hear back from McDonald.

SB read an email from Robert Love dated 8/25/17 re: Safety on Bragg Hill downhill slope.  Stuart is intending to straighten the guard rail.  Stuart believes there is ample signage in that area but will check the brush to make sure they are visible.  The SB does not believe lowering the speed limit will do any good.  

Stuart asked if he was to put up a second wheel chair sign at the top of Tucker Hill Road.  Ed said yes.

Chuck asked if the SB should change their 9/5/17 SB meeting from 6p.m. to 5p.m. to accommodate the Mad River Rec. District’s meeting at 6p.m.  SB agreed to this change.

Chuck mentioned the BCBS information meeting to be held 9/5/17 from 12 – 1:30 in Montpelier.  Chuck and Patti will attend.

SB gave many thanks to Brooke Weston for his fine job painting the Robert Vasseur Municipal Building.  Nice work.

SB asked where the appeal from Brian Shea re: property assessment stood.  See attached letter from the Vt. Dept. of Taxes.

Jared noted he had given Polly McMurtry permission to authorize John Klesch to review the proposed town plan/zoning regulation updates.

13. SB read mail and signed orders of 8/1/17 – 8/28/17
