Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests:  Bryce Douglas (C44), Jared Alvord, Mike Jordan
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
Jared introduced all. He also explained that Ed Read is stepping down from the Selectboard (SB), and that the remaining Selectmen would be appointing another member until Town Meeting Day.  On that day someone will be elected to fill the remainder of Ed’s Term to 2020.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 11/20/17.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

2. SB began a discussion with Jared Alvord (Jared A.) regarding his interest in the SB member position.  Born in Massachusetts, attended UVM, works in the solar industry (just starting his own company) and his wife works for the St. of Vt. In the Dept. of Forestry.  He is an active volunteer firefighter for the Warren Fire Department and has a desire to be of service to his community.  He has a background in business development, permitting, financial modeling and monitoring budgets through the processes.  

Jared explained in detail the responsibilities of the Fayston SB from the financial side, to dealing with citizen concerns, to roads and road crew oversite, and to employee matters.  He also stated that whomever is selected will be asked to attend the VLCT Selectboard training.

3. SB then spoke with Mike Jordan (Mike) regarding his interest in the SB member position.  Mike currently serves as a Lister.  He was born and raised in Massachusetts.  He has a degree in geology.  Currently working for Cascade which is an environmental drilling company tasked with cleaning up contaminated/hazardous waste sites.  He has experience in dealing with heavy equipment, subcontractors, building and overseeing budgets and P&Ls, and working within heavily regulated fed/state/local governments.
Chuck noted that one of the most important parts of being on the SB is being available, not only to the citizens, but for those in the office and road department as well.
Jared and Chuck thanked both Jared A. and Mike.  They are pleased that there are two good qualified people showing an interest and thanked them for stepping forward to volunteer.  
4. SB gave Patti permission to sign the expanded outside consumption permit for Mad River Glen.

5. Other business;
SB discussed the Brookfield Service Contract.  Two options; $383/year for an annual generator inspectionor $489/year for an inspection twice a year.  SB decided to put this on hold until it can be looked at within the 2018 budget.

SB discussed the timing of the required public notice and meeting regarding the revised Land Use Regulations submitted to them by the PC on 11/29/17.   The SB must hold the meeting by 3/29/18.  There is a 30-day public notice period.  It was decided to schedule the meeting for the last SB meeting in February (February 19, 2018).  This will allow discussion of those regulations at any or all of the SB meetings leading up to this date.  Jared said it is important to have in-depth discussion as some of the changes are significant, that the enforcement side of it needs to be looked at as well, and that the DRB must be afforded some flexibility.

Jared noted he would be attending the Municipal Road Permit meeting this coming Wednesday morning.

Reminder that 12/18/17 at 9:00 a.m. Craig Eilers will be meeting with all employees to discuss the new health insurance program.

7:03 p.m.  Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
The next SB meeting is a joint meeting with the Waitsfield SB, and will be on December 18, 2017 at 5:30 p.m. at the municipal building.
