6p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) Minutes of 11/21/16.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Gail summarized what was in her cover memo dated 11/30/16 regarding the Proposed Final Draft of the Local Hazard Mitigation Plan.  See attached.  The next step is to send the draft the Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security for their review.  With luck this review would be complete in a month.  They would come back to Gail with any suggested changes which she would or would not need Selectboard approval to do.  It would depend if they were substantive changes or merely a request for more information and/or language edits.  Once this review is complete the draft would then be sent to FEMA for review/approval.  This process may take 2-3 months but CVRPC allows that it could be up to a year.  Fayston’s current plan expires on 8/22/17.  The plan has to be updated every five years.  Once FEMA feels the plan meets its requirements then SB would need to adopt a resolution (Certificate of Adoption) accepting the plan.  This Certificate of Adoption then goes back to FEMA who will then send a formal approval letter.  The date of that letter is the start date of the new Local Hazard Mitigation Plan.  

Chuck made a motion to move forward with the Local Hazard Mitigation Plan as drafted.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB thanks Gail for all her hard work in this effort.

3. Rebecca and John S were present to represent the Mad River Valley Recreation District (MRVRD) and its efforts to obtain the Kingsbury recreational fields.  See attached cover letter and purchase options.  In summary; the land was independently appraised at $725,000.00 (including an 80 car parking space to be developed).  The Kingsbury’s are selling for $550,000.00.  They have an anonymous donation of $100,000.00 bringing the purchase price down to $450,000.00.  They have applied for a $275,000.00 grant which would require the fields to be kept as recreation fields forever.  They should know if the grant is coming through in February 2017.  They are also hoping to raise $50,000 in donations.  Leaving $125,000.00 to be contributed by the Towns. If the grant is granted, and the grant accepted by the MRVRD, and the donations come in, the cost per three towns would be $41,666 per town or $31,250.00 if Moretown participates.  There could also be loan or bond options.   Discussion followed about Waitsfield’s concern over losing light industrial space and loss of tax revenue and would Fayston be willing to find alternate light industrial lands and designate them as such.

When asked what the MRVRD needed from the SB at this point it was said that they are requesting each SB commit to provide no more than $133,333 (funding the $400k if no grant and no Moretown contribution) and no less than $31,250 (grant awarded and accepted and Moretown participates) for the purchase of the Kingsbury fields.  SB was in 100% support of purchasing the fields but could not commit to an absolute $133,333.00 until a firm number was presented including other towns’ participation, if the donations come in, and if the grant is awarded and accepted.  

SB thanked all involved, praised them on their presentation at the five town meeting and encouraged them to keep moving forward with the project.

4. John M came before the SB representing the Mad River Resource Management Alliance.  He went over several waste management projects the Alliance sponsors, number of participants both business and household, and future endeavors.  The contribution from Fayston this year will remain as last at $8118.00.  See attached numbers and information.

Jared made a motion to approve the Mad River Resource Management Alliance budget as presented with Fayston’s contribution of $8118.00.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

5. SB read mail and signed order of 11/22/16 – 12/5/16.
7:18 p.m.  Chuck makes a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconds.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  
The next budget meeting is December 7, 2016 at 1:00 p.m. The next SB meeting is December 19, 2016 at 6:30p.m. This meeting begins at the Waitsfield Town Office to meet with the Waitsfield SB and continues at the Mad River Garden Center immediately after.
