2/20/17
Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Nina Sweeney (C44), Andy Hoak (Andy) and Ryan Libbey (Ryan) from Dubois & King
6:00 p.m. Jared opened the meeting.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 2/6/17 Selectboard (SB) minutes.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Andy and Ryan from Dubois & King presented their soil findings in and around the slump area on Number Nine Hill.  The bottom line is there is a layer of sand and gravel (unconsolidated), then a layer of silt and clay to 30 feet, no bedrock, and shallow water table conditions all causing slope instability.  Andy then presented four options for stabilization.  Each option offering a varying factor of safety.  The current factor is 1.1 while the recommended factor is 1.5.  With any of the options more culverts and deeper ditches are required.  See attached report for details.  

In the end the SB opted for Option #4 in the estimated amount of $390,000.00 plus 20% for design and construction oversite by Dubois & King.  Setting the pilings would take a couple of days in which the road would need to be closed.  Some stone below the pilings may be required to slow down water but no other water management plans would be needed.  

Andy said the next step is to prepare a formal proposal for Option #4 (no additional cost to the Town) and that he would put together some options to help the Town apply for any possible grant funds for this project.

Ed made a motion to authorize Dubois & King to move forward with a full proposal for Option #4.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Agenda Item #3 – Coalition Against Bigger Trucks (CABT) was postponed.  Jared will call Pam Mann tomorrow to see what this is all about and if relevant to Fayston.

4. SB signed excess weight permit for McCullough Crushing.

5. Other Business:
Jared mentioned that the Town has a $232,000 surplus this year and that he might suggest at Town Meeting that some of that be held aside for improvements to the Town Garage.  If so that would increase the amount of taxes needed to be raised.  He wanted the SB to be on the same page with this.
SB noted the $225,000.00 grant that the Mad River Rec District has obtained for purchase of the Mad River Park Fields.  Very impressive.  They believe private donations will make up the difference needed.
Chuck informed all that he had just come from a Mad River Resource Management Alliance meeting where he was informed that the Town Clerk will soon be receiving a letter which will explain that the Town Clerk’s Office will now be responsible for data collection for any and all trash haulers within the Town.  The fee will be $10/year for one vehicle and $25/year for more than one.  The haulers must report to the town twice a year.  The Town keeps the fee as payment for its service.
Chuck provided a copy of a proposed road maintenance agreement for the Ermoine, LLC Subdivision (4 lots) off the Class 4 portion of Boyce Road and within the subdivision itself.
