Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Nina Sweeney (C44), Kevin Van Schaick (Kevin), and Adam Greshin (Adam).
6:00 p.m. Jared opened the meeting.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 1/16/17 Selectboard (SB) minutes.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Coalition Against Bigger Trucks (CABT) Agenda Item was Tabled Until Next Meeting.

3. SB signed excess weight permits.  

4. Better Back Roads Grant.  Jared informed the Board he met with Stuart, Road Foreman, and Dan Currier from the CVRPC this morning and that Dan suggests that the Town apply for a Better Back Roads Grant in the amount of $8,000.00.  This will be used to hire CVRPC folks to update the Town’s road/culvert/bridge inventory and identity problem areas.  Dan will prepare the application and send to the SB for signature.  The work will require 2-3 days of Stuart’s time working with CVRPC folks.  SB feels this will also supplement the work that Sarah and Stuart are doing regarding road inventory/work.  Ed made a motion that the Town apply for a Category A Better Back Roads Grant in the amount of $8,000.00.  Chuck seconds.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. SB signed a consent to use roads form for the Grand Fondo bike race on 7/1/17.

6. Other Business:

There is a PC meeting on 2/20/17 at 5p.m. to review proposed land use regulations.  Jared said he is concerned with the stream setback proposal and Ed agreed that he has not seen any rationale  behind the change.  SB will attend this meeting prior to its regularly scheduled meeting on 2.20.17. 

[bookmark: _gjdgxs]SB discussed the Castegren (Ermoine, LLC) subdivision off Boyce Road.  The next DRB meeting on the matter is 7/14/16.  Chuck thinks he can make that meeting.  The SB wants to be sure that there is an understanding of how that subdivision may or may not impact the Towns class 3 and 4 road which provides access to the property.  

SB signed liquor license renewals for the White Horse Inn and the Weathertop Lodge.

7. 6:25 p.m. – Ed made a motion to open the public meeting to review the capital budget and program.  Chuck seconded, meeting opened.  Jared explained the five year capital budget report (see attached) and program, named the current reserve accounts and explained the capital budgeting process.  The actual vote on funds takes place at town meeting.  Ed made a motion to accept the capital budget plan as presented.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8. Kevin VanSchaick came before the SB asking permission for the Mad River Ambulance Service to install a repeater at the Fayston Town Garage to improve radio reception for first responders on this side of Fayston.  SB approved the use of the Town Garage for this purpose with the condition that it be coordinated with Stuart and that MRVAS be responsible for any maintenance of the same.  See attached agreement.

Kevin also said he was interested in the position of Second Constable.  The SB appreciates his interest and said he should have someone nominate him at Town Meeting.  He may also be interested in the Emergency Management position.

9. Adam Greshin came before the SB with a legislative update.  He spoke of open meeting laws, ethics commission, education budgets, liquor and lottery control, minimum wage, Lake Champlain cleanup, and marijuana.  SB spoke to him about the gap between town animal controls and when and if another agency can/should step in to help with a situation where a dog owner will not get their dogs rabies vacations and licenses.  Adam will research and get back to the SB.

10. SB read mail and signed orders 1/17/17 – 2/6/17.
7:42 p.m. – Jared made a motion to adjourn.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
