Selectboard Minutes
1/16/17
Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Nina Sweeney (C44), Tony Chiuchiola (Tony), Jack Mitrani (Jack), Barbara Salzman (Barbara), and Kevin Russell (Kevin)
6:00 p.m. Jared opened the meeting.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the 1/2/17 Selectboard (SB) minutes.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tony, Jack and Barbara came before the Selectboard regarding the Frendly Gathering planned for June 29 – July 2, 2017 at Mt. Ellen.  Jack told of the creation and history of the gathering which has been happening for several years and came to Vermont in 2011. They have been based in Timber Ridge but have outgrown the venue and thus would like to move to Fayston.  The group talked about logistics, noise, safety, camping, and demographics of the group, liquor licensing, and festival permit requirements, possible participating bands and vendors.  They want to keep the vendors as local as possible and anticipate a good patronage of the local businesses and hotel/unit rentals.  They asked about a noise ordnance as they often have bands playing on Friday and Saturday night to 2 a.m.  They need to check with John Weir to see if there are any ordinances regulating cut off times for events such as this.    The SB is fully in support of this event.  The Frendly group will return to a future meeting with a Festival Permit in hand.

3. Kevin came before the SB as the Fayston TAC representative.  He spoke about the upcoming TAC meeting on 1/24/16 at 7p.m. at the CVRPC offices in Berlin.  He is unable to attend and asks that someone else fill in as he believes there will be an important discussion regarding the repaving of Route 17.  It is in bad shape and needs re-doing and he would also like to see the shoulders widened for pedestrian and bike travel.  He mentioned the new signage on German Flats and how helpful that was and wondered if a light could be installed at the intersection of German Flats and Route 17.  Chuck noted that the glare is terrible off the new signs on German Flats.  The groups spoke about Bridge #6 and its place on the State list.  Kevin said it has been at number six for years.  Other bridges keep fill the slots above this one and he does not foresee it getting high priority in the near future.    

Chuck made a motion to appoint Jared as the alternate Fayston TAC representative.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

4. SB signed the 2017 Highway Mileage Certificate.

5. SB reviewed the capital budget numbers and set their next budget meeting for 1/19/17 at 1p.m.

6.  Jared made a motion to appoint John Weir as alternate Planning Commission member.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7. Ed made a motion to elect Jared as the Fayston voting member for the upcoming VLCT Special Meeting to change VLCT bylaw regarding voting procedures.  (They hope to simplify the voting process).  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8. Other Business:

SB decided to meet on 1/31/17 at 1p.m. at the Municipal Building to finalize the Town Meeting Warning.
Ed noted that the Joslin Memorial Library folks will want a couple of minute on Town Meeting Day to address the assembly.
Gussie came in to inform the SB that Tom Vickery had mentioned he was looking for more work and was willing to take over for her after Town Meeting Day (when her term ends) and see the re-appraisal through to the end including grievances.  She noted there was enough money in the re-appraisal fund to hire him as a consultant to do so. She believes we have $3000.00 invested in him to date.  She said she would stay on herself as a consultant until the end of grievance as promised but felt that the SB should be aware that there was another option if they chose to take it. SB decided they should meet with Tom.  Asked if there was anyone else out there that was interesting in running for the vacant Lister seat Gussie said she had given Doug Mosle a couple of names.  
SB asked about the Martin dog issue. Patti said that Justin (the son) had come in to try and pay ½ of the licensing fees but that the office credit system had not worked properly.  Justin was to come in this week to pay the other half. This did not help the fact that no licensing can take place until the rabies certificates are presented.  
9. SB read mail and signed orders 1/3/17 – 1/16/17.
7:16 p.m. Jared made a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconded.  Meeting adjourned.
The next SB meeting is 1/9/17 at 1 p.m. to finalize the budget.  The next is 1/31/17 at 1 p.m.to finalize the Town Meeting Warning.  The next regular SB meeting is February 6, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.   at the Fayston Municipal Building.
