Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Nina Sweeney (C44), Jeremiah Rutledge (Jeremiah), Zelda LaVanway (Zelda), David Koeple (David K.), and David Frank (David F.)
6:00 p.m. Jared opened the meeting.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the 12/19/16 Selectboard (SB) minutes.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Jeremiah explained that he has had no luck getting the Martins to vaccinate and register their dogs.  The Martins responded to the letter sent to them stating they had no more dogs than before (18) and would be registering them all.  Much discussion followed about the history and amount of dogs on that property, if they were breeding and selling, if the dogs were being well cared for (Jeremiah believes they are), if the Town needed to get the State involved in some manner to make sure vaccinations were obtained and the conditions were good for those animals, and if so who might that be.  Patti noted she had spoken to a member of the family who was going to come in to discuss the registration of the dogs tomorrow.  SB decided that depending on what happened between this meeting and the next they would decide if further authorities would be contacted to insure the safety of the animals and public.  

Jeremiah also updated the SB on the Jacobsen dog issue in that he had contacted the owners and told them they must keep the dog on a leash or on its run any time it was outside. He had contacted Dorathy Langevin and informed her of that fact as well.

3. David K. and Zelda came before the SB outlining a plan to explore the possibility of creating a Columbarium at the Bragg Hill Cemetery.  See attached notes.  Bottom line they were asking for support from the Town in the amount of $5,000.00 for engineering studies (and possible survey work) and use of the Town road crew and equipment to dig soil test holes.  Peter Lazorchuk will analyze the soils and report his findings.  The cost of this initial work would likely be $1,000.00.  The Cemetery Commission itself does not have the funds to cover initial engineering work.  Zelda also requested that while the holes were being dug for this that additional holes might be dug to determine ledge in other areas of the cemetery.  SB agreed they could commit to use of the road crew and equipment but could not to the financial side of things yet and suggested this would be a good topic to be presented to the public on Town Meeting day. 

4. David F. came before the SB as energy coordinator but which morphed into who is taking charge of maintaining the Fayston Municipal Building since Robert Vasseur is no longer here to oversee it and did the SB want him to step up in that capacity.  They discussed projects such as proper venting in the boiler room off the public meeting space, remediating the skylight moister area, painting of the building and roof maintenance.  It was agreed that if David F. could come up with some initial projects/numbers, give them to Ed for review, then the SB could properly budget over time to complete the projects.  They thanked David F. for taking the lead on this.

5. Ed made a motion ratifying the SB giving permission to Patti to sign a Special Event Permit for Caledonia Spirits for an event at Mad River Glen on 1/3/7. Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. Other Business:
SB would like to begin a process of annual reviews for all Town staff beginning immediately.  Patti will arrange a schedule.
