Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

1. Ed made a motion to approve minutes from January 11, 2016, Jared seconded, no further discussion, minutes approved.

2. Agenda item #2 was skipped over to allow time for David Jones to arrive.

3. Selectboard (SB) reviewed a Reappraisal Consultant Contract from Tom Vickery.  His rate is $65/hour and payment will be due ten days after the lodging of the 2017 Grant List.  His services will be used as needed and determined by the Listers.  Robert made a motion to approve signing of the contract.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB and Stuart went into discussion about the personal policy, in particular the hourly, overtime and holiday wages.  The personal policy says that the Town will pay triple the hourly hours worked on a holiday.  The SB questioned if this was excessive pay and Stuart countered with how little compensation that amounted to, especially given that the road crew has no flexibility on the holidays if they need to go out and give up family functions and that they should have some incentive to do so.  Ed noted that in the private sector this is unheard of and asked Stuart if he knew of any other town that pays this way. Stuart did not know of specific other Towns but noted that all Towns do things differently.  Stuart stated he had other things on his mind he wished to discuss as well.  Jared made a motion at this point to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6:33 p.m. – Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  ACTION TAKEN: None.

5. Agenda item #2, Review of Town Meeting Warning, took place with David Jones. They noted Article #16 was when the budget should be discussed and Article #3 would be when the PC, Listers and Cemetery Commissions may wish to speak.  Ed made a motion to approve the Town Meeting Warning.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
6. SB signed Excess Weight Permits for Newport Sand and Gravel and Barrett Trucking.

7. Other Business:

Jared noted the bridge across Chase Brook, behind the McCullough Barn, has collapsed.  All agreed that Jared should approach the FNRC about possibly contributing some of the FNRC reserve funds to help fix the bridge.

8. SB read mail and signed the warrant of 11/12/16 – 1/25/16.
