Selectboard Minutes
1/8/18
Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Chuck Martel (Chuck), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests:  Bryce Douglas (C44), Carol Chamberlin (Carol)
Jared called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m., introducing everyone at the table.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of December 18th and 21st, 2017.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  Jared officially welcomed Mike to the SB and his first meeting.
2	Public Comment on Proposed Land Use Regulations.  Jared explained that the official public hearing for proposed changes to the land use regulations will be held at 6:00 p.m. on 2/19/18.  However, he said that it is appropriate for the SB, on any of its agendas prior to the meeting, to gather public comment on the proposed changes. He, and all the SB, feels it is important as the Town Plan has a myriad of components but that the regulations are where the rubber meets the road.  Carol agreed at least for permitting purposes.   Discussion followed about when the last time the Town had had any significant changes to its regulations and the consensus was perhaps in 2004.
Jared then asked Carol for her thoughts/views/points of interest as she has been entrenched in the process for a good eighteen months.
Carol noted steep slope changes saying they had essentially gone back to what the Town used to have with roads at no more than 12% grade.  She said they wanted extended stream setbacks to 100 feet but then adjusted the language to say 100 feet is optimal but flexible and this included any development not just buildings.  Septic however, is regulated by the State of Vermont. Chuck voiced concern in that looking at Fayston and all its streams this could very much restrict development.
SB and Carol talked a bit about the wind and solar power siting.  The Public Service Board has most jurisdiction over telecommunications but the Planning Commission (PC) did add stringent language about cover from view.
The Natural Resource overlay was discussed.  Carol explained that she believes there are important blocks of forest land that need protection and that the overlay was an effort to keep development to certain areas in town and to encourage clustering of any developments.  The overlay was created from maps that had already been done.  Chuck asked if it was that anything over 1700 feet in elevation could not be developed upon.  Answer yes.  Carol noted that the language still leaves a lot of leeway for the DRB to make decisions and that there is always the variance process for property owners to use if they cannot meet the regulation requirements.  She said the overlay is not a prohibition but rather a consideration.
SB and Carol discussed driveway/curb cut language.  Carol said the language is flexible enough and that access won’t be prohibited but would require that driveways be constructed in a certain way and that no driveway could be over 500 feet in length.  No background of where the 500 feet came from but all agreed that there are more private roadways in Fayston than public and that some people are very good about taking care of their infrastructure while others are not to the detriment of all Fayston tax payers when it causes public road issues. Chuck noted that this seemed very restrictive for someone with a multi-acre lot that could only build a driveway 500’ into the lot.
Jared noted that Ky and Lisa had been asked to review the Natural Resource Overlay districts and get back to him with comment as they are our local wildlife experts.
SB thanked Carol for coming and offering her views.
3.	Policy to address time to pay revised property tax due, as downloaded from the State, after Town delinquent due date of November 1.  Jared made a motion to allow thirty days to pay any additional tax due from such late downloads without interest or penalty.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4.	SB reviewed the Certificate of Highway Mileage and signed the form.
5. 	SB reviewed a contract with Karyn Scherer Architecture in regard to analyzing the municipal building for ADA 2010 compliance standards.  The contract is for $700.00.  Chuck made a motion to accept the contract as presented (see attached).  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6. 	SB gave Patti permission to sign the Caledonia Spirits Special Event Permit for an event at Mad River Glen on 1/30/18.
7. 	SB reviewed and signed the Liquor License Renewal Application for the White Horse Inn.
[bookmark: _GoBack]8.	SB endorsed a support letter for the Green Mountain Club to rehabilitate the Cowles Cover Shelter and construction of tent platforms.  All agreed.
9.	SB discussed moving the Town Meeting back to the Municipal Building vs. the Fayston Elementary School.  As there is no longer any school meeting and the polls must be open for twelve hours, it would be more efficient for the polling place, and thus Town Meeting, to be held at the Municipal Building.  Question was posed about if the PTO was planning on hosting lunch this year.  Jared will check and this topic will be revisited.
10.	Road Foreman was not present due to a death in his family.  Jared thanked the road crew for their amazing efforts during the recent storm events and expressed the SB’s appreciation.
11. 	Other Business:
	Patti mentioned that she and Stuart had met with Pam, from CVRPC, regarding the Murphy Road slump and grant application that CVRPC is helping put together to obtain monies for a study/design for a fix.
	Jared talked about two road foreman/crew meetings that had happened with Duxbury, Fayston, Moretown, Waitsfield, and Warren.  There may be another scheduled for February or March, weather dependent.  
12. 	SB read mail and signed order of December 19, 2017 – January 8, 2018.
6:50 p.m. – Jared made a motion to adjourn.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
The next SB meeting is January 22, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at the municipal building.
