Selectboard Minutes
6/19/17
Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests: Sophie Rayfield (C44), Stuart Hallstrom, David Frank, Jill Ellis, Atticus Ellis, Carol Chamberlin 
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 6/5/17.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. David Frank came before the with three bids from painters to paint the municipal building.  Brook Weston at $4775.00, Steven Sanchez at $2450.00, and Bernie Stebar at $4760.00.  After review of each bid Ed made a motion to accept Brook Weston’s proposal and bid at $4775.00.  Chuck seconded, all in favor, motion carried.  Other items on the municipal building to do list will be reviewed at a future meeting.

3. Carol Chamberlin came before the board with a draft of a rental policy to rent the barn on the Chase Brook Parcel.  She noted she has had two requests to rent the barn recently.  Jared authorized the Selectboard to sign the rental policy after the edits had been made. Patti Lewis will be charged with handling the rentals on that property with approval of applicants by the Selectboard.  

4. Jill Ellis came before the Selectboard requesting permission to rent the barn for a Four Winds Nature Program from 8/14 – 8/18/17.  The Selectboard approved the rental by Jill Ellis as well as a request from Corey Stephenson regarding a pop up library location at the barn.

5. SB reviewed the budget/revenue numbers for 2017.  The budget is $1,147,738.00.  Anticipated revenue of $422,056.00.  Additional monies allocated at town meeting were $81,251.00 bringing total taxes needed to be raised to $806,933.00.    The municipal grand list is $3,721,504.00.  $806,933.00/$3,721,504.00 = .22.  An additional .02 was assessed to cover the Veterans Exemption.  Jared made the motion to set the Town tax rate at .22 and the Veterans Exemption rate at .02.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Highway Department.
Stuart still only has two bids for the town garage heating system.  Jared will call Brad Belknap again and Stuart will call Pring.
Stuart said they had resurfaced N. Fayston Road to the Town Garage.  They need to dig the road up from there to Sharpshooter and resurface.
He said they were finishing up the pit road right now.
Update on Max was that he had finished brush cutting Randell Road, Sharpshooters, Strong and parts of Dunbar, was off a week, would be back next week.
Stuart and SB discussed the roadside mowing and Stuart was asked to speak with Tom Gibbs to ask him to go back and cut further out in some sections.
Stuart will be renting an excavator for the road work on Marble Hill Road.  Jim Ryan (who had met with the SB) suggested that Stuart speak with the owner of Tucker Hill Lodge as the parking lot there is draining into the road and should be fixed.
It was determined the Bragg Hill culvert project won’t happen until 2018.  Just before re-paving is to be done.
Stuart informed the SB that McCullough crushing is two months behind.
Chuck will call Jim Ryan to get contact information for someone who can test the gravel pit material.
#9 Hill – Stuart spoke with John Folger who sounds willing to let the Town move the road over but he wants to see a design plan.  Jared will call Peter Lazorchak.  Jim Ryan suggested the Town might bank the road more toward the hill.  Stuart does not agree.
Stuart informed the SB that Tony has had an operation on his arm.  They all agree he needs a doctor’s note to come back to work.  It did not happen on the job but rather doing sheetrock work at home.

7. SB authorized to sign Catering permits for Sugarbush for 9/2 and 9/30/17.

8. SB signed excess weight permits for David Welch.

9. SB signed Town Health Officer Recommendation Form, recommending John Weir.

10. SB agreed that Town would bid at the tax sale on August 16, 2017 should it become necessary.

11. Other Business:

Jared will be gone for the 7/31/17 SB meeting and Chuck will be gone for the 8/14/17 SB meeting.
The Hazard Mitigation Plan has been FEMA approved.  Chuck asked that it be reviewed once a year and it was decided to do so the first meeting in November.
SB advised the Treasurer to leave the CDs as they are upon renewal date.
Stuart is taking the Town pickup to McClouds to get a list of things that are wrong with it before advertising it for sale.  The new pickup should be in within a week.
Boiler sale has not happened from Craig’s List.  Patti will place on FPF.

12. SB read mail and signed orders of 6/6/17 – 6/19/17  

7:10– Jared make a motion to go into executive session to discuss confidential attorney client communication for the purpose of providing legal advice to the Town.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7:25 – Jared makes a motion to close executive session.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
ACTION TAKEN: SB authorized John Weir to enlist John Klesch to enter an appearance for the Town on the Castegren matter.  First hearing conference call is July 10, 2017.  
7:30 p.m.  Chuck makes a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconds.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
