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Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).

Guests: Stuart Hallstrom (Road Foreman), Sophie Rayfield (C44), Rebecca Baruzzi (Chair of MRVRD), John Stokes (Member MRVRD), Shane Mullen (Member of Fayston DRB and PC) and Doug Mosle (Head Lister)
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 5/15/17.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Rebecca Baruzzi (Rebecca) addressed the SB on behalf of the Mad River Valley Recreation District (MRVRD).  She updated them on the purchase of the Mad River Park fields saying that they are under an option to purchase with the Kingsburys.  A water line issue has arisen between the area that a parking lot will be created and Fly-In Condos but they believe it will be resolved.  The Act 250 permit has been approved. They plan to close on August 1, 2017.  The MRVRD is also currently working on an operating agreement with Moretown (specific to the fields), if a water source (potable or not) will be likely on the parcel, the possibility of a memorial pavilion on the parcel, and what the structure is of managing the property through subcommittees.  There was also discussion about the structure of the MRVRD and how it relates to other organizations such as Central Vt. Planning, Mad River Planning District, Mad River Chamber, Mad River Riders and others. Rebecca also noted there are two vacant at large positions available on the Board. She then asked the Selectboard what their expectation was for the MRVRD, to which they replied that the Rec District work cooperatively with other groups trying to enhance recreational opportunities in The Valley.

3. A request from Mad River Path Association came before the SB asking the Town to waive the permit fees ($130.00) for that organization to replace a bridge over Mill Brook Trail located by the Tucker Hill Lodge.  SB agreed to waive the fee.

4. Shane Mullen (Shane) came before the SB with an update on the Municipal Roads Permit that will take effect on 7/1/2018.  This will require the Town to pay the State of Vermont a $500.00 application fee and a $2,000.00 yearly fee to receive and maintain the permit.  Shane reviewed State requirements when it comes to ditching, crowning, turn outs, grader operations, gravel types, and gravel uses at specific grade percentages.  This all having to do with hydrologically connected roads which consists of most of Fayston’s steep roads.  There are some grant monies available to help the Town develop inventory and an implementation plan which will be explored.

5. Highway Department:
SB discussed the call from Mrs. McCue on Randell Road who had concerns that as a result of allowing the Town to use their driveway as a landing during the Randell Road Bridge repair her driveway was left in less than a satisfactory condition.  The SB noted the work was not done and that J.A. McDonald would be back and they are sure J.A. McDonald will grade/seed and leave the site repaired once the work is complete.  Chuck will call Mrs. McCue to explain.
Stuart noted they are currently resurfacing and crowning North Fayston Road up to the Town Garage.
He said Max has begun brush cutting on the Randell Road.
SB asked if he was going to do any more work on the upside of Glenview Road and he said he cannot due to old phone lines.
Stuart will meet with the cemetery commission on June 20th at the Bragg Hill Cemetery to help dig test holes for soil sampling.
Stuart shared two Town Garage heating system replacement bids from Gillespie and Ward Plumbing and Heating.  SB decided he should get at least one more bid before making a decision.
SB discussed the previous decision to donate one truck and one man to travel to NY, on behalf of Harwood School, to get a load of red clay.  Cindi Jones of Warren had found that that would require three truck permits to go into NY with a cost of $224.88/Town.  SB decided that if Harwood wants the red clay (there is a source for gray in Vermont) the Town is still willing to donate truck and man but that Harwood will need to apply and pay for any permits.
6. Other Business:
SB gave the okay to pay the SunWood invoice for the replacement control panel for the boiler minus the $142.00 adjustment made by David Frank.
Ed shared that Carl Dupont had approached him about purchasing the old Fayston Store site. After discussion it was decided that Ed could speak to Carl about it and that the sale price would be the assessed value of $50,400.00 and that the Town would retain the right to place the Fayston Town border sign.
Joshuah Livingston, through Stuart, offered the Town $200.00 for the shed on the Municipal Building Property that can no longer be used for trash due to bears.  SB agreed he could purchase it for the $200.00

7. SB Read mail and signed order of 5/16/17 – 6/5/17.
7:25 p.m. – Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss confidential attorney client communication for the purpose of providing legal advice to the Town.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7:50 p.m.  - Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
