MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
June 2, 2016

Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 5/16/16 Selectboard (SB) minutes.   Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. SB opened the one bid presented for roadside mowing from T.K. Gibbs & Daughters, Inc. His bid is $4300.00. Last year the amount was $4000.00.  Stuart noted that last year Mr. Gibbs was given permission to use fuel from the town garage and he felt this should not be the case again.  
Ed made a motion to accept the bid from T.K. Gibbs with the understand that Mr. Gibbs would supply his own fuel, that mowing would begin on or around July 1st, with the exception of German Flats Road which would have to wait until it was no longer a detour on July 24th.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
3. SB gave Patti permission to sign the request to cater from Sugarbush for the VMGA Mountain Bike event from 7/22-7/24/16 at Mt. Ellen.

4. SB discussed the Certified Statement Designating a Temporary Speed Limit on German Flats Road from 35mph to 30mph during the detour dates of June 19th – July 19, 2016.

Jared explained that law enforcement could not do their jobs properly nor could fines be doubled if this form was not accepted.

Ed made a motion to approve the temporary reduced speed limit on German Flats Road.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB asked Stuart how the meeting with AOT, Ray Weston, the Waitsfield bridge project manager and contractor had gone.  Stuart felt it was a waste of time but did say AOT would be providing Fayston with a video of the road condition at the time of that meeting.

5. SB reviewed the meeting dates for July and August and decided the only one that needed to be changed was July 4th which will be changed to Tuesday July 5, 2016.

6. Stuart and SB discussed drilling a well vs. reconnecting the spring water line at the town garage.  It was decided that a well would be the best fix.  The money will come out of account #5140 (maintenance and repairs), Stuart will put off replacing a garage door until next year and he was asked to get a second estimate before hiring Manosh who came in at $9,665.00.  

Chuck made a motion to approve the drilling of a well at the town garage for an amount not to exceed $9800.00 pending receipt of a second estimate.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7. Robert had mentioned to the SB the Davis property at the intersection of Center Fayston and Kew Vasseur Roads.  It is a dilapidated camp on .5 acres which he would like to see cleaned up.  SB decided to reach out to Mr. Davis to ascertain his intent.
8. Other Business:

Road Crew and Road Foreman job descriptions were adopted by the SB with minor typographical changes.  See attached.  The last to be done is the zoning administrator’s.

SB discussed the lack of movement on installing the pad for a generator at the municipal office.  It was decided to wait until the cost of a new stand- alone system was explored and clarification of what the current generator could power was obtained.

SB updated the Hazard Mitigation Projects Worksheet created in 2011.  Patti will send to Gail at CVRPC to include in the materials for the upcoming Hazard Mitigation Meeting scheduled for June 15, 2016 at 9:30 at the Fayston Town Office.  Jared will send Gail the budget narrative he created as well.

SB gave Patti permission to sign outside consumption permits to Tucker Hill Inn and Mad River Barn.
Chuck mentioned that he had someone approach him who lives on Sharpshooter Road concerned with a lot of partying and drinking going on at a home on that road.  She was not complaining about noise but rather public safety concerns with the drinking and driving as evidenced by the sign being broken over the last weekend which was alcohol related.  Ed will let Ray Munn (Fayston Constable) know of the situation.
9. SB read mail and signed the order dated May 17, 2016 through June 6, 2016.

6:57p.m. – Jared made a motion to adjourn. Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor motion carried.
