3/20/17
Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).

Guests: Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart), Nina Sweeney (MRVTV), Jeremiah Rutledge, Kevin Van Schaick, Bob Lockett, Matt Howes, Shay Manning, Margo Wade
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 3/6/17.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Chuck made a motion to approve Town Meeting Minutes of 3/7/17.  Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. SB welcomed Kevin Van Schaick (Kevin) who was elected as Second Constable on 3/7/17.  Kevin had two questions for the SB.  One, would the Town sponsor him for training through the Vt. State Police Academy.  His goal would be to become certified Level I or Level II.  This requires 80 hours of training and 60 hours of field travel (riding with an officer).  They offer courses four times a year.  The next in June, the following in September.  He believes there is no fee if someone sponsors him.  The SB said they need to look into the investment, time and money and more importantly as a general policy decision of how they want to proceed in the law enforcement area.  Second, Kevin wanted to know if there was a budget for reimbursement of expenses.  SB said there is a $300 public safety line item for reimbursement of things like mileage and phone calls.  Raymond Munn has seldom put in for expenses, but it is there.  Kevin is concerned with mileage to and from training more than mileage locally.

4. Bob Lockett (Bob) came before the SB expressing his interest in becoming Fayston’s Emergency Management Coordinator (EMC).  He has taken some of the NIMS courses, and is familiar with emergency management practices, and well aware of all local services available in case of an event. The SB welcomes and appoints Bob as the EMC.  

5. SB welcomed Matt Howes in his new role as Town Agent. 

6. SB and Jeremiah Rutledge (Jeremiah) discussed a new access he is seeking for his property.  Currently he and his mother share an access.  He wishes to discontinue using the lower one to his property and create better one higher up the road.  The application form could not be found and Stuart had not looked at the site.  It was decided to place this on the agenda for 4/3/17 to revisit, but the SB told Jeremiah he would not have to come back to the meeting, but to please meet with Stuart prior to.

7. Shay Manning, representing the Frendly Gathering organization that is planning a weekend music event at Mount Ellen on June 29, 2017 – July 2, 2017, came before the SB with a festival permit application.  She described all the steps they are taking to insure safety, efficiency, composting, medical, and law enforcement in and around the event.  They are doing neighborhood outreach, and offering to relocate residents should they not wish to be around the event, and passes for ease of access to their homes. They will be contracting with the MRVAS for medical.  See attached application.  

A large part of the discussion had to do with the hours of music operation.  They are requesting that music be allowed from 12-11 p.m. on Thursday and 12-1a.m. on both Friday and Saturday nights.  Margo Wade (Margo) explained that Sugarbush is applying for an Act 250 amendment to allow for the later hour of music (permit from the 90s allowed music to 11p.m. for 8 concert series per season).  SB asked for clarification that if they signed the festival permit for hours up until 1 a.m., but then Act 250 came back with 11p.m., that the more restrictive would be the rule.  This was confirmed by Margo.  

Chuck made a motion to approve the Frendly Gathering permit application for an event from June 29 through July 2, 2017.  Music to be allowed to 11 on Thursday night and 1 a.m. both Saturday and Sunday mornings.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8. SB reviewed Dubois & King proposal for Engineering Design Services dated 3/15/17.  The proposed cost for this phase is $26,500.  The Town has already spent $12,000.00 on site inspection/borings/report.  Stuart believes that it would be a lot less expensive to just move the road over.  Contractors have told him that is possible and Tom Folger had agreed at one point that he would allow that on his land.  SB decided to wait until Ed was present to discuss further.

9. SB reviewed the two small truck bids that have come in from Foster and Lamoille Valley.  Stuart is waiting on one more.  SB will wait for the third bid before making a decision.  

10. [bookmark: _GoBack]Patti shared the IMA Technologies proposal for Laserfiche services/software.  This proposal is for $7,000.00, and would optically scan all the SB minutes into a searchable software program.  The goal is to eventually incorporate all board minutes, decision, etc., such as DRB, PC, BOA, and BCA.  However, this is a lot of money, and three bids need to be obtained for like kind services, as well as a review of the record restoration reserve and current and future financial needs.  

11. SB signed access permits.

12. SB signed Liquor License renewal permits for Spice of Life, Mad River Glen, Hyde Away and Mill Brook Inn.

13. SB went back to Agenda Item #4 – Appointment of Town Officers.  SB decided they would not make appointments to the PC or DRB until after they had polled the members on those boards, and when Ed was able to make the meeting.  They also delayed appointing to the FNRC until they can speak with Carol Chamberlin.  SB will look into the elimination of the fence viewer, shingle inspector and tree warden officers.  SB appointed Bob Lockett as Emergency Management Coordinator and Kevin Van Schaick to the Police Advisory Committee (along with James McCaffery).  Jared made a motion to move the slate of officers as presented with the exception of the above.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

14. Other Business:

Chuck shared that Green Up Day is May 6th and the hazardous waste collection is May, 13th.
He suggest that Patti should call John Malter to get trash hauler lists and requirements.
Matt spoke about methane/composting/and environmental issues.
Chuck and Jared spoke of an energy survey that was requested by the MRVPD and the fact that Jared had completed that task.

15. SB read mail and signed orders of 3/7/17 – 3/20/17.  

7:42 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
