MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
March 29, 2016

Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 3/15/16 Selectboard minutes.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried

2. Shane Mullen (Shane) came before the Selectboard (SB) with an interest in becoming a Planning Commission member in Fayston.  He shared his resume (see attached) and said he was currently working for Weston & Sampson in Waterbury.  He will be moving to Fayston in April, has not served on municipal boards before, and would like to get involved with his community.  He has sat on the other side of the table many times so has some experience with such boards.  Jared made a motion to approve Shane Mullen as a member to the Fayston Planning Commission, upon review and recommendation of the Planning Commission, effective May 2, 2016.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  Shane asked if there were other things that came up that would require Planning Commission participation other than the Town Plan and Zoning Regulations.  Ed responded there had been, and may be, things such as proposed wind or tower facilities.
3. SB went over Rules of Procedure and Job Description samples that Chuck had received from VLCT.  The SB is trying to have good written job descriptions in place for the Road Foreman, Road Crew, Assistant to the Selectboard, Zoning Administrator and Assistant Town Clerk.  All will be reviewed, edited and re-addressed at the next SB meeting.

4. After discussion about change of dates/times for SB meetings moving forward, Ed made a motion to return to the 2nd and 4th Mondays in April (11th and 25th) and in May switch from the 2nd and 4th to the 1st and 3rd. (2nd and 16th) The time will remain at 6p.m. Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
5. Chuck updated the SB on the notice of violation letter rec’d from the State regarding the Solid Waste District.  He had had a meeting with John Malter and learned that two previous applications had been submitted and denied.  John has submitted a third and Chuck believes there is no issue at the moment.

6. Bub and Paul discussed a possible fire pond location in North Fayston including on the Gaylord or Town garage properties. Dick Kingsbury also offered a large tank at no cost if it was decided to sink the tank for water storage.  Dick also offered to do the labor for free with Fayston supplying any material needed.  Discussion ensued about water supply, location to boundary lines, stream work, and permits that may be needed from the Town or the State.  No decisions were made.  The SB will meet with Stuart at the Town Garage on April 1, 2016 at 8a.m. and look at the locations.

Bub also talked about other possible water supply locations including; the bottom of Barton Road, a pond near the Folger property on Number Nine Hill and a location across from Pat Livingston’s property on Phen Basin Road.  It was decided that Ed will contact Sugarbush about re-installing the pipe at the bottom on Barton Road and Bub will look into the Folger location.

7. SB signed excess weight permits for SD Ireland Concrete, Suburban Propane, Gillespie Fuels & Propane, Rice Lumber Co., Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Scott Brown, Huntington Homes, and Goin Owen’s Little Digger Service.
8. SB signed Liquor License Renewal Applications for Spice of Life Spirits Corp. and Hyde Away.
9. Other Business:

SB signed the SLRS Program Participation Form for German Flats Road (see attached).

Patti mentioned that Jay Nerenberg from Forest & Parks had called asking about permission from the Town to announce formal parking at the Fayston gravel pit for access to a 2100 acre parcel that is being added to the Camel’s Hump State Forest.  The parcel is located in Duxbury but can be accessed from Fayston.  The SB and Stuart have some concerns as it is a working gravel pit and will ask Mr. Nerenberg to come to the next SB meeting to discuss.
There was discussion about the PACIF Action Plan recommendations for the Town Garage.  Stuart will follow up with Jeff Theirs from VLCT to see if he can help with some of the recommendations.

10. SB read mail and signed the warrant of 3/15/16 – 3/29/16.

7:14 p.m. – Jared made a motion to adjourn.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
