2.     David Frank went over his list re: Town Hall Deferred & Preventive Maintenance.  See attached. Some items are complete and under budget. ($20,000 with a $10,000) match.  The Town of Fayston has agreed to a $5000.00 match.  This grant deals with aquatic fish passages and this culvert qualifies.  After review of the RFP (see attached), the SB asked that the RFP include proposals for both temporary crossing design and well as one anticipating closing the road.  It was also determined that Mike and Stuart would be the ones to participate in site visits, review of proposals, and selection of contractors.
Corrie spoke of the SB meeting to be held 3/13/18 at the Fayston Elementary School to share the engineering design re: a storm water master plan for the School.  She will send the warning to the VR on 3/6/18.

6.     Selectboard had sent a response to the Planning Commission (PC) regarding the Fayston Selectboard Public Hearing held 2/19/18 on proposed Land Use Regulations changes.  See attached.  Chuck made a motion that the attached be included in these minutes.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7.     SB postponed discussion of creating an email list for the Town.
8.     Jared made a motion to accept the social media policy.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
9.     SB postponed discussion of the Conflict of Interest Policy.
10.     SB signed excess weight permits for; David Welch, Rice Lumber, Scott Brown, United Natural Foods, and Pike Industries.
11.     SB signed Liquor License and Outside Consumption Permits for Sugarbush.
12.     Stuart said that Chris Griffin is almost done logging in the gravel pit.  He does not believe they have any invoice yet for time or equipment at this point.

          SB gave Patti permission to sign a catering permit for MRG for a BBQ event on 3/17/18.
