1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 2/20/17.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. SB and Stuart spoke about the needs at the Town Garage for not only efficiency but to also comply with OSHA regulations.   The SB will ask the voters, at town meeting tomorrow, to amending Article 15, to take $50,000.00 from the fund balance ($232,000.00) to re-activate the town garage reserve fund. This money will be for the purpose of assessing the repairs needed and getting recommendations for possible remediation options. SB is currently waiting for a quote from Gillespie to replace the furnaces system.  Stuart has also asked Brad Belknap to quote on that project as well. 

3. SB and Stuart reviewed the Sand and Gravel Report for the gravel pit. 

4. Gail explained that the Fayston Hazard Mitigation Plan had been submitted to DEMS who had come back asking for more specific start and end dates to projects identified in the plan. After much discussion, and changes to possible mitigation of each project, Gail had the information she needed.  She will resubmit the plan and keep the SB informed of the progress of getting it accepted by FEMA.

5. The Frendly Gathering discussion was postponed for this meeting.  Sugarbush is applying for an Act 250 permit first and based on the result of that permit the SB will be able to address times of music performances and write a letter of support.

6.  SB reviewed and signed a Better Road Grant in the amount of $8,000.00 to cover the cost of CVRPC’s assistance with updating our road and culvert inventory. 

7. SB signed excess weight permits for Demag Riggers & Crane, Pike Industries, Scott Brown, United Natural Foods, Kingsbury Construction Co., Bourne’s, Birdseye Building, Barrett Trucking, and Rice Lumber.

8. SB signed Liquor License renewal applications for Sugarbush’s Glen House and North Base Lodge.

9. Other Business:

Chuck will announce at Town Meeting the 911 forms available to those with disabilities to fill out to request special assistance should an emergency happen.  This being part of the Hazard Mitigation Plan outreach project.

10. SB read mail and signed orders of 2/21/17 – 3/6/17.
