Selectboard Minutes
5/1/17
Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart), Kevin Begin (Kevin), Doug Mosle (Doug), and Raymond Munn (Raymond)
4:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 4/17/17.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Kevin came before the SB to ask if the bottom of Marble Hill Road could be paved up as far as the Tucker Hill Lodge entrance.  He is more concerned with mud than snow.  Not only for safety reasons but also believes the road conditions are holding his business back as people have a choice to go there and will not if the road conditions are bad.  He has in the past had patrons park elsewhere and he has shuttled them back/forth/up/down the hill.  He noted he has a lot of older clientele.  SB explained that there are many roads such as this in Fayston each spring, that paving cost a fortune, and that the road crew has a priority list of projects to do each season.  Stuart and SB agreed that a possible fix would be to dig up and re-do the road in an attempt to minimize the mud.  If Stuart can fit it in his schedule he may work on that this summer.  

3. Doug gave the SB an update on the reappraisal work.  He noted that they are pretty well wrapping up, meeting with Tom Vickery for the last time this week, with final data to the printer by May 9th.  They hope to send out notices in two weeks and hold grievance hearings on May 31st and June 1st.  He said they are not sending out 1200 reappraisal booklets but rather will send out a letter noting the availability of the information on our website.  They will print 100 booklets or so to have on hand in hard copy should people need them. 

4. SB, Raymond and Stuart discussed the complaints of shooting in the gravel pit.  Stuart has put up safety zone posters before but they were ripped down.  He now has two no shooting signs up and after discussion said he would put up more safety zone signs.  SB asked Patti to contact Chad Barrett (District Game Warden) and Paul Brown (Northfield Game Warden) to make them aware that the area has been posted.  Gail Brown had requested a no shooting sign be placed at the bottom of Sharpshooter Road but SB, Stuart, and Raymond felt this would not be an effective deterrent.

5. SB and Raymond discussed the request by second constable, Kevin Van Schaick, to have the Town sponsor him (and pay for mileage) to enable him to train at the Vt. State Police Academy for Certification in several areas.  Jared had spoken with VLCT who cautioned about the liability the Town would take on having a certified constable.  Not only the 10x increase in insurance coverage the town has to pay but that any misstep from a constable could result in a law suit not only for the Town but for the individual as well.  Chuck made a motion to make no changes to the existing first and second constable positions with regard to their duties, responsibilities and training.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. Jared made a motion to authorize the delinquent tax collector to begin the tax sale process using Attorney David Sunshine’s office/services.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


7. Highway Department;
Ed made a motion that they accept the Hydro seeder bid from Hydrograsscorp in the amount of $12,840.50.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
Stuart will contact several more companies to get some idea of what a new garage facility might cost.  He said the Duxbury Town Garage is pretty similar to what Fayston needs.
Hill #9.  Stuart will contact the Folger family as a first step to seeing it is it feasible to move the road over to fix the slump issue.
The Gillespie bid for changing the heat at the town garage from wood to fuel came in at $8325.00 after a $2,000 trade for the wood boiler.  Stuart said no, the wood boiler would sell for much more and he also wants a hot water heater at the town garage office to utilize the radiant heat vs the wall heater that Gillespie proposes.  Stuart will get back to Gillespie with these changes and request a new quote.    The SB also authorized Stuart to solicit bids for the wood furnace starting at $6,900.00.  
Stuart noted the road crew will begin 4 ten hour days on as of June 1, 2017.

8. SB signed excess weight permit for Anthony Demas.

9. SB signed liquor license renewal for Bongiorno’s.

10. Other Business:  SB authorized Patti to sign catering permits for the Hyde Away.

11. SB read mail and signed order of 4/18/17 – 5/1/17.

5:15 p.m. – Ed made a motion to go into executive session re: Re-Appraisal Protocols.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
5:30 p.m.  - Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5:35 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
