MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
May 16, 2016

Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 5/2/16 Selectboard (SB) minutes.   Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Each Selectman opened one of the three bids for culvert work on Glenview and Moulton Roads.  G&N Excavation, Inc. came in at $12,983.00. Kingsbury Construction, Co., Inc. came in at $9,922.00 and Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Inc. came in at $9,150.00.  

Ed made a motion to accept the lowest bid from Griffin & Griffin pending submission of an insurance certificate.  Chuck seconded.  Michele questioned the fact that her company was the only one that attached an insurance certificate with the bid as required.  SB reviewed the language of the RFB (#8) and concluded that it did not state that the certificate had to be provided at the time of bid as long as it was provided before work began.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. SB, Stuart and Gunner, discussed the Ella Day Home curb cut application at 1923 German Flats Road, including, but not limited to, site lines, other possible locations, an existing access and potential future plans for the parcel.  
Ed made a motion to approve the curb cut application as presented with conditions that they close the existing curb cut and that they clear site distances by cutting trees north/south of the new curb cut.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. Jared made a motion to approve the updated LEOP (Local Emergency Operation Plan). Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  SB wished to thank Allen Tinker for his work on this project.

5. Evan Detrick sent a proposal for bore testing and plan/solution recommendations for #9 Hill.  The cost will be $17,980.00 (to be paid out of the road construction reserve account #3020). See attached.  Chuck noted that it stated the Town would provide copies of tax maps and deeds for all adjoining landowners. Patti was hesitant to be responsible for deed research as she is not an attorney. SB believed that someone from Dubois and King would assist in that research.  Ed made a motion to approve the proposal.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  Jared will contact Evan to follow up.
6. Jared mentioned the scheduled meeting with AOT and Steve Gladczuk regarding German Flats Road (High Risk Rural Roads Meeting) on May 23, 2016 at 11:30 a.m.  While they are touring Jared will also point out the #9 and Bragg Hill slide areas. 

No word on crushing at the gravel pit yet.  Stuart is currently working on getting Kew Vasseur Road ready for resurfacing which includes changings some culverts.  

SB asked if the road crew had given Stuart their vacation schedules and the answer was Joshuah has, Tony has not, and Stuart has not set his schedule.

7. SB and Patti discussed the Town Hall Rental Fee schedule.  SB decided no change to the fees was necessary at this time.

8. SB gave Patti permission to submit the sand and gravel survey that she and Stuart had completed and as required by the gravel pit permitting.  

9. SB signed an excess weight permit for Cardinal Logistics Management Corporation.
10. Other Business: 

SB signed a request to cater from the Hyde Away for GMVS on 6/3/16.
Stuart informed the SB that he is looking in to the cost of a hydro seeder.  Every time he uses Kingsbury’s it cost $125/hour and it is not always available when needed.  With the new road permit requirements, he is supposed to cover any disturbed dirt daily.  Grant opportunities for the equipment are also being explored. Ed questioned if we had a large enough need for it.

Stuart had placed first in the backhoe at the Field Days event.   
Chuck and Jared will re-visit the road crew and road foreman descriptions and get to Stuart for review.

11. SB read mail and signed the order dated May 3, 2016 through May 16, 2016.
