Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 4/25/16 Selectboard minutes.   Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Ed made a motion to approve the Eliteam’s usage of the town gravel pit for exercise activities on July 8, 15, 22 and 29, 2016 and as outlined in Doug Lewis’ letter dated 4/27/16. Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  See attached.
3. SB and Road Foreman discussed this summer’s road projects.  Stuart plans on changing culverts and resurfacing Kew Vasseur Road from the junction of Center Fayston to the blacktop.  
When the culverts are contracted out and changed on Glen View/Moulton Road he will resurface that section as well.

Ed had a preliminary quote from Kingsbury Construction to change nine culverts on Glen View/Moulton Road (one 24-inches and eight at 18 inches) for $16,000.00.  Upon discussion the SB felt it necessary to put the project out to bid to GN&N and Griffin and Griffin as they are also Fayston residents/companies.  
The RFP will include the following information:

Contractor to replace nine culverts (one 24-inche and eight at 18-inches)
Town will close the road during the possible 4-5 day construction period.

Contractor to notify Town at least a seven days prior to commencement to allow Town to publish road closure.

Contractor to haul gravel provided by the Town.

Town to purchase the culverts.

Contractor to install stone head walls.

Contractor to re-seed all disturbed areas immediately following installation.

Contractor to carry appropriate insurance.

Pre-bid meeting will be May 9th at 8:00a.m.

Bids to be in by May 13th at 2:30p.m.

Bids will be opened at the Selectboard meeting on May 16, 2016 at 6:00p.m.

Work to be completed no later than June 24, 2016.

Town to pick up all old culverts.
Max Popowitz is ready and willing to start cutting brush.  Stuart just needs to identify which roads to have them work on.

Stuart had spoken with Tom Gibbs about roadside mowing.  No bid from him or any other has come in yet.

Stuart will be crushing 10,000 yards of gravel in the next few weeks in anticipation of resurfacing projects.

4. Other Business: 

SB signed excess weight permit for Cox Trucking.

Ed asked the road crew to help Dick Migneault to remove a brush piles from the North Fayston and Bragg Hill Cemeteries.
