Selectboard Minutes
11/6/17
Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests:  Bryce Douglas (C44), Dorathy Langevin, Jeremiah Rutledge
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 10/16/17.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. Jared opened the hearing on the vicious dog complaint lodged by Dorathy Langevin (Dorathy) regarding a dog living at 4517 Center Fayston belonging to Ahn Jacobsen and John.  Jared read Section 12 of the Fayston Dog Ordinance adopted in 1991.  See attached.  Dorathy explained that she has been attacked by the dog last Christmas and again in September of this year.  In September it was near the island by her home where this dog grabbed her dog (Lena) by the neck and threw Lena up in the air.  There was a more recent incident where the dog saw her coming down Sharpshooter Rd. with Lena and all bolted to her front door and she thought the other dog was going to make it into her home.  She is concerned for Lena and her granddaughter, who visits and plays in her yard.  She never knows when the other dog might break loose.  She has spoken several times to John and Ahn with no result.  Stuart related an experience he saw last Tuesday with another lady and her dog running down N. Fayston Rd., with that dog chasing.  Chuck related an experience of walking by the house and the dog running out past the sliding door, onto the deck, down the stairs, and rushing at him before the owner got him back.  Jeremiah said he has spoken to Ahn (never John) about this situation but feels they are not taking it seriously at all.   There followed discussion about fencing, dog run stability, leash laws, and muzzling.  Section 13 of the Fayston Dog Ordinance reads, “For any violation of this ordinance the Board of Selectmen shall hold a hearing and upon a finding of any violation may order the dog restrained, muzzled or destroyed.”  
Ed made a motion to declare this a vicious dog and to follow Section 13 of the Fayston Dog Ordinance to the letter including muzzling and restraining the dog effective immediately.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Art Peterson – Stuart had talked to Mr. Peterson today and told him that he did not need to attend the SB meeting.  Stuart had asked him to be sure to run lines three feet below the ditch and around the culverts.  Art will put this on the plans before work begins.

4. #5 of the Agenda was postponed to next SB meeting.

5. #6 on the Agenda - Road Foreman Update:
Stuart said the road crew is still working on cleaning up trees and working on fixing rusted truck parts like back body and side and taillights.  He still needs to ditch Kew Vasseur Road and Patti Krchmar on Center Fayston Rd.  SB invited Stuart to be at the 11/8/17 Budget meeting at 8:30 a.m. They explained they are trying to put together a five-year road department plan.  E.F. Walls estimate on constructing an addition to the town garage was discussed.  Hopefully will have some information to share with the people at Town Meeting.  SB and Stuart talked about the relocation of #9 Hill.  Peter Lazorchak is working on a plan.  John Folger is agreeable and waiting to see said plan.

6. SB reviewed and accepted the Fayston Municipal Building Rental Policy update.    

7. #10 on the Agenda.  SB read mail and signed order of 10/17/`7 – 11/6/17.

8. #4 on the Agenda.  Craig Eilers was present to advise on health insurance coverage.  He compared the Town’s current BCBS policy to similar plans from MVP.  Including a high deductible plan.  See attached.  It was noted that MVP used to have difficulty with out of state coverage but starting in 2018 they will have partnered with Cigna for that service.  He stated that it all comes down to price and network.  He suggested that the employees check with their doctors to see if they are in the MVP Network.   BCBS’s increase this year is almost 10% while MVP is 3%.  If the Town goes with MVP, and wishes to continue with an HRA structure, it will cost the Town $500 to set that up plus $5.50/month/insured.  Decisions need to be made by the end of this month.

9. 7:12 p.m.  Chuck made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the Castergren subdivision mediation matter.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7:25 p.m. Chuck made a motion to come out of executive session.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
