Selectboard Minutes

Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests:  Stuart Hallstrom, Margo Wade, Corrie Miller
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 9/18/17.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. David Frank was absent from meeting.  SB did look at the municipal projects list and noted that Brook Weston had done a fantastic job painting the municipal building.  Other items on the list were tabled until a face to face with David can be arranged.  

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Margo Wade presented the Ecosystem Restoration Public/Private Grant that has been submitted on behalf of Sugarbush and in partnership with the Town and the Friends of the Mad River.  This grant will cover the creation of a Chase Brook Storm Water Master Plan including desk and field work.  The next grant would be for 30% design and the last grant for conclusion of design and implementation.  See attached application and support documentation including in-kind match figures.   The Town of Fayston will need to be the lead on the grant and handle all financial aspects.  Margo’s intention is to feed the Town Reports and minimize as much as possible the burden on the Town office. Jared made a motion to formally support the ERP Grant for the Chase Brook watershed in partnership with Sugarbush and the Friends of the Mad River.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB reviewed the VLCT Pacif Insurance Renewal packet and approved its submission.

5. SB discussed the Historical Society’s Fayston Town signs that have yet to be installed.  Jared will tell Ed that that they need to be installed before the next frost hits.

6. SB heard neighborhood complaints regarding shooting, dog bites, and missing road signs.  Chuck will stop at the Logan property to ask them to please not shoot late into the nights thereby disturbing the neighborhood.  The SB will tag team with Jerimiah regarding the Langevin dog bite sustained by Ahn Jacobson’s dog. Patti will contact Dick Hosking at AOT about the State Tucker Hill Road sign that is missing.

7. Stuart informed the SB that they have almost 4000 yards of sand up and that they are hoping to get to 5000 this year vs. the 4500 anticipated.  They are not putting up gravel as they need to do some clearing and stripping of the land to find the gravel.  He said that Chris Griffin was willing to do the work but that numbers regarding share of the wood needed to be negotiated.  
Jared noted that he, Stuart and Ed and met with E.F. Wall to get a rough estimate on replacement of the town garage.  Should have something back by early November.
Chuck asked if Stuart had looked at Patty Krecmar’s property/culvert on Kew Vasseur Road.  Stuart is aware of the location and will look at it next he is over there.
Jared noted that Matt from McDonald said they would be finishing up the Randell Road bridge project within ten days.

8. Any Other Business:
Patti noted it was time to review the Employee Handbook. An agenda item for a future meeting.
There was a brief discussion about the vacant Fayston seat on the HUUSD and how that will be appointed by that Board, or as an alternative a citizen could petition (with 5% of the registered voters signature) for a special election.  Said petition would go through the HUUSD as well.
Jared noted he will be at the VLCT Town fair Wednesday and Thursday.

9. SB read mail and signed orders of 9/19/17 – 10/2/17  
7:07 Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Jared seconds.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
