Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes from October 3, 2016. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

2. Cemetery Commission:
Ken described some of the efforts he and David have made towards a niche wall in the Bragg Hill Cemetery.  Including, but not limited to, visiting other cemeteries, material costs, soil tests needed, location, and design.

He also wanted to request some help from the Town to fix the road in the N. Fayston Cemetery and material/labor to fill in two sunken graves sites.  Stuart said he would take a look and get back to Ken on the subject.

David reported that financially the cemetery funds were in the positive with an approximate 5% increase this past year.

Zelda reported that they have had one full burial and five cremations so far this year plus the sale of six lots.
3. Rick Levey came before the SB to discuss the berm in front of his house (2887 N. Fayston Rd.) which Stuart wants to remove in an effort to stop the water course from eroding the top of Randell Road and for safety of the plow truck. Rick handed out a summary and map of the history of his property and the sections of road in question. See attached.   It came down to a fifty foot section of that berm, closest to Randell Road, which was the topic of discussion.  Fixes to the bottom of Dunbar Hill and on the upper side of the property were already in the works that all agreed would alleviate some of the water runoff problem.  The SB said they would discuss further with Stuart and take a look at the area carefully.  Rick then stated “for the record” that he felt bullied at the 9/20/16 meeting (Stuart, Chuck, Rick & Cathy Levey) and wanted the SB to be aware of this. 
4. Systematic Local Roads Safety Program.  Jared had spoken with Mario Dupigny-Giroux who confirmed that the State would cover the cost of all signage.  Based on this Chuck made a motion to approve moving forward with the sign project.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. SB signed a permit for WEC to do work in the town right of way for power to Mike Duran’s property on Center Fayston Road.

6. SB then decided, with no objections, to pass on the Road Foreman update until the following meeting.
7. SB read mail and signed the warrant from 10/3/16 to 10/17/16.
