MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
October 26, 2015

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of October 13, 2015. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Zelda informed the SB that there had been several cremations and one full burial in the South and North Fayston Cemeteries.  She has sold eight lots with five more people interested in purchasing.  There are approximately 100 lots left in North Fayston and approximately 800 in South Fayston.  She noted that you could put five cremations in one full burial plot and that you could bury a cremation on top of a vault.  
Ken handed out the two account portfolios currently managed by David Babic at Edward Jones.  All agree the accounts are behaving as expected. See attached.

All discussed the idea of a niche wall that might be appropriate for the South Fayston Cemetery.  In the end Ed, Robert, and Ken, (and perhaps the gentleman who runs the Green Mountain Cemetery) will meet to discuss preliminary design and cost of such a project. It was suggested that the town might think about setting up a capital fund line item for the purpose of helping support this project.

3. Road Foreman did not attend.  SB noted that Joshuah Livingston’s first day on the job was today.  The new truck was picked up this day but has to be taken back for an oil leak and plow raising problem. Fayston Farms project has not been done yet nor the culvert by David Jones property.  The woodshed at the garage is almost full. 

4. Jared gave a brief update on the Valley Economic Study.  Next meeting will be 12/17/15 at Sugarbush.  He said there have been about 175 participants throughout the process.  He hopes that some real action will be taken promoting small businesses in the Valley.   
5. SB signed an excess weight permit for Huntington Homes

6. The Tri-Town SB meeting is scheduled for December 9th at the Waitsfield Elementary School.  Karen Horn from VLCT is going to be there to talk about storm water management and its impact on the Towns.  Municipalities are going to be required to have permits for road work starting in 2017 or 2018.

7. SB discussed potential budget items such as subbing out road work and painting of municipal office in 2016.  
8. SB read mail and signed the warrant for 10/14/15 – 10/26/15
Meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.

The next SB meeting will be November 9, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. at the Fayston Municipal Building.
