MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
October 3, 2016

Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes from September 19, 2016. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

2. SB and Stuart revisited the idea of the Town plowing the School parking lot this winter. The Town cannot commit to the plowing of the school's driveway and parking lot.  It will, however, push back the snowbanks with its bucket loader, as needed and will plow out the McCullough Barn parking lot, as needed.  
3. Jared presented the Systematic Local Roads Safety Program presented by AOT.  See attached. The SB tentatively agreed to go ahead with the replacement/additions of signs along German Flats Road provided the cost is to be covered through State funds. With the exception of the Town road signs which the Town is being asked to replace with the larger green and white signs.  Jared will follow up with Mario Dupigny-Giroux to confirm who is paying for the cost of the signs and the SB will revisit at their 10/17/16 SB meeting.
4. Gail Aloisio from CVRPC came before the SB to present the first draft of the Fayston Local Hazard Mitigation Plan.  A copy will be at the Town Clerk Office, on the Town website, and distributed to neighboring Towns.  Public comment period will be closed 11/3/16.  The team will meet again on 11/9/16 to address any comments received.  The plan will come back on the SB agenda in late November.  If SB agrees with it at that point it would get to Vt. Dept. of Emergency Management by 12/5/16.  It gets reviewed by them and the sent to FEMA.  It could take up to a year to get it approved with FEMA.
Jared thanked Gail for all her work organizing the meetings and keeping the team to task. At the least it had brought to light the need for capital improvements (and budgeting) within the Town infrastructure.  

5. Road Foreman Update; Road crew is ditching and grading on Stage Coach Road this coming week.  Sand is all done. 

Stuart and SB discussed the need to replace the pickup truck, shooting at the town gravel pit, and complaints, ideas and possible solutions to several issues happening in Town.  The result of these are that Stuart will put safety zone signs up around the gravel pit to deter shooting and Jared will contact VLCT to see if there are sample ordinances to address this issue..  Chuck has asked the Levy’s to write a letter or come to a SB meeting to discuss the berm on their property that Stuart needs to remove to stabilize the end of Randell Rd.  He noted the Town had every right to remove it as it is in the Town right of way.  SB will follow up with Jeremiah regarding the load noise/dogs at the Martin property on Dunbar Hill.  John Weir will be asked to follow up on Dick Migneault’s concerns of water pollution coming from a neighbor up above.
6. SB read mail and signed the order September 20, 2016 through October 3, 2016.
SB noted a meeting is scheduled with the FNRC, at Ed Read’s Office on 10/19/16 at 8:00 a.m.
