Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).

6p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve both 10/17/16 and 10/19/16 Selectboard (SB) Minutes.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. SB and Stuart discussed the access permit application from Bob Grandfield for his property on Airport Road.  Stuart recommends approving with conditions that he meet the curb cut standards including meeting the road at a 90-degree angle.  Stuart also mentioned to the SB that Mr. Grandfield was willing to put in a retaining wall if necessary.  They also discussed set back from the leach field and if it met town requirements. Ed made a motion to approve with conditions.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Ed made a motion to approve Nicole Migneault as the Fayston Green Up Day Coordinator.  Chuck seconded reiterating the SB’s appreciation of the great job she does.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4. SB signed excess weight permit for Ernest Krusch.
5. SB discussed the repairs necessary to Bridge #19 as a result of the August 16, 2016 flooding event including but not limited to; should consideration be given for a deeper knee wall, was it necessary for a bidding process, would the state have to put their stamp on it, was it allowable to do work in the river at this time, could Matt (Vtrans engineer who has given his opinion of the repair necessary) be more specific, the condition of the under footing, and timing of grant reimbursement.    It was decided Jared would contact Matt and Dick Hosking for more information.
6. Other Business:
SB discussed the rash of home break ins lately in Fayston, Warren, Waitsfield and Duxbury. He said he had spoken with Allen Tinker, Jim Caffrey and Sargent Barton who is in charge of the ongoing investigation into these crimes.  This is similar to what happened five years ago and the state police are gathering evidence and information and have a short list of suspects.  In the meantime, we have to keep an eye out for each other.

Jared noted the recent DRB permit approval of a permit for the Mad River Barn.  He reviewed the application, notification, and hearing processes followed by the Town.  He also explained the zoning administrators (John Weir) roles and responsibilities.  All which have been followed precisely. Chuck noted the additional Act 250 hearing processes and public review opportunities.  Ed noted that before posting on social media folks should call the office and get real facts.
Jared mentioned that the fire department is anxious to purchase a fire engine which Ed said would probably require some sort of financing.

Jared informed the public that the SB has started the highway budgeting process and the first meeting had been this morning and would continue throughout the next couple of months.
