Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared) Ed Read (Ed) and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Guests:  Stuart Hallstrom, Sandy Macy (MRVTV), Peter Lazorchak  (Wilcox & Barton)
6:00 p.m. – Ed called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to accept the minutes of September 5, 2017, Ed seconded. Minutes approved.
2. Peter Lazorchak reviewed his proposal for engineering design work to be done for the #9 Road, moving the alignment to the uphill side of the road. The cost for this preliminary engineering study would be $6,900. The Select Board voted to move forward with this project, with a contingency that Stuart first re-confirm with the landowner (John Folger), that he is willing to allow the town, through some legal means, to use that piece of property to re-align the road.
3. The Select board voted on, and approved the proposal from S T Paving, to shim the # 9 road ($6,000) and pave the town office walkway ($2,000). Asphalt (vs concrete) was selected for the walkway because it would allow salt to be used to clear ice in the winter.
4. Bids for the snow plow package for the new truck were reviewed: Foster $7,560 and Fairfield $7,313. Since both parties bid the identical package, the SB voted and approved the selection of Fairfield.
5. Other Road Foreman updates:
	Heating system in town garage is installed. Propane will be connected next week. Stuart  
	commented on, and showed pictures of, the quality worked performed by Ward’s 
	Plumbing and Heating.
	Roadside mower work is completed. Mower was rented for $2,900 for 40 hours.
	Crusher is here to begin work on winter sand. This will tie up the road crew for the next
	few weeks.
6. Select Board signed the No Appeal or Suit Pending Certificates for the years 1996 to 2003.
7. Jared reviewed the culvert projects that may be eligible for grant money, that he, Stuart, and Corrie Miller (Friends of the Mad River) visited:
	Fayston Elementary School, Glen Ellen parking area, Bassett Hill, and Lockwood Brook.
	Friends of the Mad River will decide which of these projects to pursue. There will be a 
	Meeting at the elementary school this coming Thursday, at 5:30 p.m., to discuss the 
	drainage proposals for that site.
8. A permit was signed for East Creek Catering to cater at GMVS on October 7, 2017.
9. Select Board read mail and signed orders.
10. At 6:43 p.m., Ed moved to go into executive session to discuss legal matters before the town. Jared seconded. All approved.
11. 7:15 p.m. SB came out of executive session.  No action taken.

Meeting adjourned at 7:16 p.m.
