September 14, 2015

6:04 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Jared made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of August 31, 2015. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Polly and Rowan came to the SB to discuss a Municipal Planning Grant that the Planning Commission would like to apply for in order to get some assistance with the revision of the zoning regulations.  Polly has received three estimates from consultants.  See attached.
The planning grants can be up to $8,000.00 with no match required.  Above that the town has to match 1/3 of the cost above the $8,000.00.  Estimates came in at $14,000.00-$15,000.00.  Therefore the town’s match would be between $2,000.00 and $2,333.00.  The Selectboard agreed that since these funds would not be needed until 2016 that they should be able to build the match into the budget.  

PC will be at the 9/28/15 SB meeting to present the application and at which time the SB would need to approve a resolution to apply for the grant.

Polly also noted that the PC is working on standards for siting of facilities (such as communication towers) and for curb cuts.  The PC feels that there may be lack of communication between DRB and SB permitting of driveways.  SB was supportive of any recommendations but cautioned about adding extra steps for an applicant and/or enforcement responsibilities of the DRB and Zoning Administrator.
3. Ed made a motion to approve an extended warranty for the new dump truck.  This will include electrical warranty at $704.00 (5 year) and the Engine warranty at $5610.00 (7 year).  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4. SB noted that they appreciated Ben Andrew’s five years of service on the road crew and wished him well with his new business.  
5. Stuart spoked about Ben’s resignation, Tony’s vacation time, his own vacation time, the fact the Tucker Hill project must be done by January, next week will be back on Harris Hill, and the sand is up for the winter.
Possible improvements to drainage in Fayston Farms between Faladeau and Chapin were discussed.  Stuart believes he can dig down deep enough to put an 18 inch culvert at the Chapin property which would help. At the outlet he can stone line and dig deeper.

Jared will contact Tim Harris at GMVS to ask him to remind parents and students to slow down on Glen View Road.  SB did not feel that more signage would be helpful.  Stuart stated that even at 35 on some of those corners is going to seem fast. 

6. Other Business:

Jared noted that the Martin’s had said they would not make the 9/14/15 deadline for registering the dogs but would by 9/16/15.

Jared noted that Little Otters will be using the Chase Brook Forest again this fall.

SB agreed that the Washington County Farm Bureau can hold their annual meeting at the town hall on 10/13/15 at no charge.
