MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
September 19, 2016

Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1. Ed made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes from September 5, 2016. Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

2. Mike Johnson of Vermont State Forest & Parks asked the SB for permission to mow/brush cut the section of Bassett Hill Road, above Reed Henry’s house, on the class four road up to the State land. About a quarter of a mile stretch. That area does not get a lot of recreation traffic but is prime hunting access.  They use Roberge & Sons out of Cambridge to do the work. The cutting machine reaches 20 feet but they would not go that wide and probably up 15 feet high with no cutting of big trees.  Ed, cautions them to be a bit conservative due to the recent cutting by the State in Phen Basin.  They hope to do this in the fall.  He may come back to the SB soon if they decide to have a timber sale on that piece for permission to do maintenance of the road itself. Jared made a motion to approve the cutting of brush along the class four road access on Bassett Hill Road.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Logan made a presentation to the SB regarding the benefits of purchasing the Mad River Park Fields from Dick and Laura Kingsbury vs. the potential use of current valley wide town owned lands and the costs of developing those lands, size of any possible fields, parking considerations, and deed restrictions. (See attached field development cost sheet).  
The Mad River Park 8.5 acre parcel, plus 2 acres that would be developed into a parking area, is being offered for $550,000.00.  At the end of 2016 there will no longer be a lease option available.  However, the Kingsburys did offer another year lease if the Mad River Valley Recreation District (MRVRD) comes forth with its plans to purchase within that year. The MRVRD is considering financing options in the forms of grants, town funding ($187,000.00/Town), a mortgage ($6000.00/month with 30% down), and the hope that Moretown will join in this endeavor and thus reduce the cost per Towns.  
Several people spoke on the current usage of the field, which they estimate to be 10,000 kids a year, and their support for purchasing an existing, full sized, multi field facility.  

4. SB reviewed fuel bids.  See attached comparisons.  Ed made a motion to go with Gillespie for diesel and heating oil with the cost plus option.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, motion carried.  

Jared noted that Bourne’s had quoted a wood pellet substantially lower than what we have paid Sunwood. Sunwood will be contacted to get a current per ton price for comparison before making a decision.
5. Stuart gave a road foreman update; they are putting up winter sand, should be done in a couple weeks.  He wants to ditch on Stage Coach, Harris and Tucker Hill Roads.  Jared asked he do a section of Moulton Road as well.  Chuck and Stuart are meeting with the Levy’s tomorrow morning to discuss drainage on their property and the end of Randell Road.  Jared asked about the intersection of Sharpshooter, N. Fayston and Center Fayston Roads.  Stuart said that the water does flow down on to Gael Jacobson’s property and can enter her mud room.  He believe if she were to install a culvert under her driveway and a longer one by the barn that it might solve that problem.  He will speak to her about it.  
6. Jared noted that he had met with AOT regarding more sensible signs for speed and sharp curves on German Flats Road.  He has the report and will add to the agenda for next meeting.

7. SB read mail and signed the order September 6, 2016 through September 19, 2016
7:10 p.m. – Ed made a motion to adjourn. Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor motion carried.
