MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
September 5, 2016
Board Present:

Jared called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. 
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the minutes from July 18, 2016.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of August 22, 2016.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Stuart not present for a road foreman update.  

3. Bridge #19 on Randall Road Update.  The State sent an engineer out to inspect and sent the SB a letter saying it was structurally sound but does have one undermined pillar.  Dick Hosking (AOT) is looking at helping the Town get a grant for that repair or add it in to the other storm damage numbers. 
Jared noted that this same bridge was not overwhelmed with water in Irene but was in this storm giving folks some idea of the magnitude of water that came down in the localized North Fayston area.

4. Estimated cost of the 8/16/16 storm event.  Road Crew, Patti Lewis, and Contractors have been keeping a steady log of man hours, equipment time and material costs.  Current cost is $170,000.00.  Part of that is absorbed within highway budget and people need to understand that that the SB is working closely with VTrans and Dick Hosking to try to get emergency funds to help defray the cost of the work and in particular the work Kingsbury has done on Sharpshooter Road and junction of Big Basin and Center Fayston.   
Jared reminds people that culverts under their driveways are the responsibility of the home owner and they need to keep them clear of any debris.  Also, the SB has established a minimum of 15 inches for culverts but they prefer homeowners have 18 inch.
5. Inquiry from property owner on Stage Coach Road, Michael Finkelstein, who incurred damage to his car on 8/16/16.  He observed grading work at or about the junction of Kew Vasseur and Bragg Hill.  SB has confirmed that signs were up.  Mr. Finkelstein admits it was during a driving rain storm. Mr. Finkelstein hit the furrow that is created by the grader and incurred significant damage to the undercarriage of his car.  Jared indicated to him that extreme caution has to be taken when the road crew is grading and considering the weather conditions and signage that while Jared was sympathetic the Town was not going to offer any financial relief. Jared had told Mr. Finkelstein that he would talk to Ed and Chuck.  SB agreed that they do not believe the Town has liability.
6. Jared noted that Patti had interviewed David Sunshine and shared his email, through his paralegal, explaining their tax sale process.  SB agreed that David Sunshine has a good reputation and should move forward with the tax sale.  Ed asked if we had a contract with the past tax sale attorney and the answer was no, only for that year.  Ed makes a motion to go with Attorney Sunshine for the 2016 tax sale process.  Chuck seconds. All in favor, motion carried.

7. SB noted the complaint from Canadian motorcyclist about the condition of Route 17. Said complaint came through Waitsfield and was forwarded to the AOT.  As 17 is a State Highway this should not come back to the Town in any way.
8. Fuel Price – due to circumstances beyond SB control they postponed decision on fuel prices until the 9/19/16 SB meeting

9. Other Business;

Jared entertained a motion that SB be authorized to sign the orders on 9/6/16 since they are not in front of the SB at this point.  Ed makes this motion, Chuck seconds.  No further discussion, motion carried.

SB discussed patching up of other roads from the 8/16/16 storm event.  Jared did speak to Ferris Buck on Smith Road.  There is a culvert that needs to be replaced.  He let her know as soon as they can the Town will replace that.  He was up on Dunbar Hill, pretty much buttoned up except for a deep ditch on one side of the road.  SB discussed the Vien’s concern about a rock wall at the bottom of Dunbar Hill. Need to speak to Stuart about these items.  Jared had spoken with Nancy Andrews (Stage Coach Road) who is concerned about a culvert near her property.  He told her it is not a significant enough issue for the Town to relocate a culvert near her property.  Nor would they due to the ongoing Spector, Reagan and Chapin lawsuit over water issues in that area.
McCullough Barn – Chuck asked if we were waiting to hear from the FNRC for their recommendation on the usage of that barn?  When Little Otters was there she had her own liability insurance.  Need to check with VLCT about insurance but yes, FNRC should weigh in. 

Chuck brought up the shooting complaints the Town has gotten at the gravel pit and neighbors around North Fayston.  It is not illegal nor is there an ordinance. Ray Munn will be contacted to see if he can help.  

10. SB read mail and signed the order August 2, 2016 through September 5, 2016. (Signed on 9/6/16)
7:12 p.m. – Ed made a motion to adjourn. Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor motion carried.
