Jared called meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
1. Jared explained that the first order of business was to hear an update and review by Corrie and Andres regarding the storm water design/plan for the Fayston School site. He expressed appreciation for all that they, as well as the HUUSD staff, had done to get to this point in the discussion.
Corrie gave an overview of the history of the project over the last year and a half and how the storm water is coming off the property and how to mitigate those challenges.
Andres gave an overview of the site, describing the plan design in detail.  This included, but not limited to, the angling of pipeline and the discharging of the water on the Chase Brook parcel using catch basins with a 2 foot high berm.  
The cost for the project is projected at $244,000.00.
Corrie said the next step is up to the Town and the School.  It was noted that an amendment to the Forest Management Plan would be necessary, noting this additional use of the property. Question was asked about the likelihood of grant funding to which Corrie answered that the State is hungry to implement storm water mitigation plans, and felt there would be a good chance.  No match is required although grants score higher if a local match is provided.
Question was asked about maintenance of the plan and yes, there would be maintenance and the Town and School would have to create an MOU to determine who would be tasked with that.  Maintenance would include cleaning out the catch basin and maintaining vegetation along the berm. Potential digging up and replacing rock at some point(s) in its life.

This portion of the meeting ended at 6:00 p.m.

2. Mike made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of March 20, 2018. Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Molly Bagnato came before the SB with her concern about their property across the road from Mount Ellen Road. There has been anywhere from 5-13 cars a year unable to stop or make the curve off Mt. Ellen Rd, with those cars ending up in her yard and even her driveway.  One this year crashed into one of their vehicles.  She is concerned for her family’s safety when they are in the yard or going to their cars.  Chuck explained that he had been in touch with Sugarbush (Margo Wade) about this situation and also shared the information he had received from Vtrans regarding signage along Mt. Ellen Road.  Several solutions were discussed.  It was decided that the Town will look into guardrails to be placed on the Bagnato property, that the Bagnatos will look into realignment of their driveway, and that additional signage will be explored.

4. Appointment of Town Officers.  Jared began by expressing appreciation for all those that have served on Town Boards for 1-20 years, and that he wanted current members to understand that the SB likes to see new faces on these boards and that fortunately over this past year there has been a tremendous amount of interest from new candidates.

Further to this point, SB noted that Kevin Wry has served on varies boards for 17 years and that his contribution to the Town has been great.  However, Jared Alvord has expressed interest on being on the DRB.  Chuck noted this rare opportunity having people step up to serve.

Chuck made a motion to appoint Shane Mullen as an alternate to the Planning Commission (PC) (he expressed interest in staying on the PC until the LURs changes are complete) and Karl Klein as a full member on the PC for a 4-year term.  Mike seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

Chuck made a motion to appoint Jared Alvord to the Development Review Board (DRB) for a 2-year term.  Mike seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

Chuck made a motion to appoint Jared Cadwell as SB Chair.  Mike seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

Jared made a motion to appoint Chuck as SB Clerk. Mike seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

5.   Jared made a motion to adopt the Conflict of Interest Policy.  Chuck seconded.  SB noted that ALL town officers will be asked to read and sign said policy.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6.   Don Simonini handed out a document he created that outlines certain goals contained in the Town Plan (attached). He then reviewed concerns he has with the proposed Land Use Regulations (LURs) as they relate to the Town Plan goals:
References to “best practices” as justification for changes appears to be a “catch-all” phrase, with no scientific substance. Also, the Arrowood study, which was merely an inventory of wildlife, is often used to justify changes.
There appears to be no “land rush” to be concerned about at this time. 
Need to ask the question “is there a problem we’re trying to solve?” He can’t see one.
Proposes that the SB reject and re-look the LURs
Focus should be on enforcing the current LURs. The town could charge an “occupancy permit fee” that would be used to ensure that all regulations were followed before issuing an occupancy permit.
Other specific concerns:
	Overlay district set at 1700’- an arbitrary number that covers 58% of the town.
	500’ driveway restrictions.
	25,000 sq. ft. development envelopes
Use of the term “strongly encouraged” What does that mean? An attorney should review this. Also review “undue adverse impact.”
The whole steep slopes section is confusing to him, and would be to an applicant.
Stream setback section should be left as is.
Clustering of housing is not reasonable.
7:00p.m. SB recessed meeting to assist with election ballot counting.
7:22p.m. Chuck made a motion to move out of recess.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

	SB reviewed and signed the update Emergency Operations Plan submitted by Bob Lockett.  SB will also invite Bob in for the April 24th meeting to get an update.
