Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Chuck Martel (Chuck), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests:  Carol Chamberlin (Carol), Don Simonini (Don), and Polly McMurtry (Polly)
Jared called meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of May 1, 2018.  Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Jared noted that he and Mike attended a Selectboard Retreat at the Knoll Farm on May 5th, 2018.  No actions were taken at that meeting and minutes will be provided (Peter Forbes took minutes) and posted on the Town website.

Jared shared that he had spoken with Mike Quenneville about summer road crew employment and that hourly wage has been set at $20/hour.  Start date yet to be determined.

Jared said that he has heard on the street that there is interest in getting the Fayston, Waitsfield, Warren, HUUSD representatives, together to speak at a joint Selectboard meeting.  Jared will take the lead on coordinating such a meeting.

Other Business:

SB authorized reimbursement of a destroyed mailbox for Judy Ruane.  This mailbox was destroyed by a Town plow truck.  While the Town does not replace mailboxes due to snow operations, this was a circumstance where the truck actually hit a row of boxes avoiding an oncoming car.  SB agreed to reimbursement of $25.88.

SB signed excess weight permit for J&M Sand.

2. 6:45 p.m. SB continued deliberations on the proposed LURs.

Resuming on page 54 they went through line by line with major and minor edits to the language.  There was spirited debate without unanimous agreement on all edits. 

There was unanimous agreement that they would not support a Natural Resource Overlay District (NROD) saying it was an unnecessary additional layer of regulations and feel the other edits to the LURs sufficiently regulate development. 

Jared noted that this was the most comprehensive review of the land use regulations in his years on the Selectboard.  He thinks the PC has done a great job reflecting trends and he is thankful and impressed by their work.  

There followed discussion on how to get people more involved from the beginning and during LURs or Town Plan rewrites.

Jared restated that the SB decisions are as indicated during the walk through of the document and that the SB has rejected the NROD.

Next Steps:
A summary of those changes will be provided to the PC within five days. Chuck, Mike and Patti will meet on May 10, 2018 at 1:00 p.m. to summarize and create the report to PC.
The PC then amends their report of LUR changes and returns that document to the SB.
If substantive changes are made (which by way of the rejection of the NROD is so) then the SB will need to hold another public hearing.  
This hearing must be warned ten (10) days prior to the date.
SB decided to hold the public hearing on June 19th.
Warning must be sent to Valley Reporter on May 28th to come out in paper on May 31st addition.  

Jared said that this additional public hearing is an affirmation of the decisions of the SB on the proposed regulations and would allow the public to consider a petition should they disagree with those decisions.
