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Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Chuck Martel (Chuck), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom, Road Foreman, (Stuart), Carol Chamberlin, Planning Commission, (Carol), David Frank (David) and Vincent Yasi from C44. 
Jared called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the revised Land Use Regulations (LURs) as amended by the Selectboard on May 8, 2018.  Jared seconded.  
Further discussion included some small corrections to format and reference numbers.  Jared thanked all involved for the hard work.  
With the final grammatical and reference edits, all were in unanimous favor of approving the Land Use Regulations on this date, June 19, 2018.

Jared congratulated Carol as the new Planning Commission Chair.

The vacancy on the Planning Commission Board was discussed and it was decided to ask John to post the position on FPF at least 2-3 more times.  Carol said they had had one person come forward with interest.

2. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) Minutes of June 5, 2018.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Other Business:  SB moved another business item up to accommodate David Frank attendance at the meeting.  He gave a brief update on the Municipal Building maintenance items.  Pat Burrell will do roof maintenance. The roof is good for another ten years with maintenance.  And Burrell is going to box in the sky light and remove when it is replaced down the road.  David had rec’d interest from Brook Weston for interior painting.  All discussed the front entrance grate and how that could become more handicap accessible.  Karen Scherer will have her suggestions for ADA compliance/bathrooms (20-30k in 2019 budget) which will be presented to the SB at the July 24th SB meeting. Stuart is handling the walk way paving with S.T. Paving.

3. Chuck made a motion to appoint Karl Klein as Fayston’ s representative to the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB discussed PC vacancy with Carol as noted above.

5. SB reviewed the bid package draft as presented by Jim Smith, Smith Technical Services.  Decisions made were as follows:


RFP for Milling, Reclaiming, Paving:
Proposals must be in by 7/10/18 at 3:00 p.m.
Proposals will be opened AND awarded at the 7/10/18 SB meeting.
Road will be ready for construction by 7/16/18.
Pavement milling and reclaiming will be completed by 8/15/18.
First coat of paving will be complete by 9/15/18.
Under scope of work the word “to” will be added to after “but not limited” in the first paragraph.
The top coat paving will be complete by 8/15/19.

RFP for Culvert Replacement:
Proposals must be in by 7/10/18 at 3:00 p.m.
Proposals will be opened AND awarded at the 7/10/18 SB meeting.
Roads will be ready for construction by 8/15/18.
Work will be complete by 9/1/18.

Stuart confirmed the size and quantity of the culverts and that 2-3 inches of base coat would need to be put down before winter.  All discussed traffic control (which is the responsibility of the contractor) and timing with the beginning of school.  The road will not be closed but will be one lane. 

SB noted that the contracts are dependent on each other and therefore the contractors themselves.  
Mike proposed that on both RFPs, under Scope of Work, that language be added that contractors must be prepared to execute the work in close coordination with the other so that the work can be completed in this construction season.  With the exception of the top coat which is to be completed in 2019.

SB decided to send the RFP for Milling, Reclaiming, and Paving to S.T. Paving, Pike, and Whitcomb and the RFP for Culvert Replacement to Griffin & Griffin, Kingsbury Construction, G&N, Dubois, McDonald, and SD Ireland.  

6. The roadside mower tractor ordered from Fairfield is a month behind in delivery.  Stuart said if people can just be patient this year then going forward the mowing would be on schedule.  Jared suggested speaking with Robert Vasseur to see if he still has a mower and might rent it to the Town to at least mow the major roads and/or intersections.  

7. Mike will be the SB representative to work with Sugarbush and Friends of the Mad River on the RFPs for the Chase Brook Storm Water Management Plan.

8. SB made a decision to name the new road to the Orr and Neill residences as Dogwood Road.

9. Road Foreman Update:  Stuart said the hydro seeder pump is broken, it is under warranty, and that he is trying to plan a way to get it to NH for repair.  He expects the crusher to arrive tomorrow. He noted it did not look like David Sassi is moving out of the camp.  Tony is on vacation for 2.5 weeks.

10. Other Business:

SB gave permission for Patti so sign a request to cater from Woodbelly Pizza for an event at the Knoll Farm on 8/11/18.

SB discussed the Sassi camp and Lindsay Browning’s memo on how to proceed with the now Town ownership of that property.  Jared made a motion to send a notice to vacate to the Sassi family members by August 21, 2018 (30-day notice).  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

It appears the CVRPC folks are doing a road inventory for the Town of Fayston this week.

Chuck asked about Old Center Fayston Road and the removal of rocks that had been placed at the upper end of that road.  Someone who lives on that end has complained about vehicles now using the road at will.  Stuart said it is a Class 4 Road and that by rights the Town is not allowed to block access to the public and that those rocks should never have been placed there.  Chuck asked if the Town might want to throw up the road.  No answer other than it is not any easy process to do so.

Chuck will be following up on the Bagnato problem with Margo at Sugarbush.

Jared noted a payment to the Town of Waitsfield in the amount of $119,047.00 for Fayston’ s share of a new fire truck.  

Chuck thought it worth mentioning to the public that the Town has capital reserve funds which it draws from.  On occasion the Town may find it necessary to borrow from one fund for another to cover a large expenditure.  The budgeting process then allows for a specific reserve to be replenished.

Jared thought it worth mentioning that the Valley has three fire departments within a 12-mile stretch.  Each with their own very expensive fleet of trucks.  No solution has come up yet but it is being talked about.

SB signed orders and signed order of 5/15/18 – 6/5/18.
7:25 p.m. –  Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Mike seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
