Selectboard Minutes
6/5/18
Selectboard Present:  Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Chuck Martel (Chuck), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom, Road Foreman, (Stuart), Don Simonini, from the Fayston PC/Fayston Resident, (Don), Eric Hanson from Sugarbush (Eric), Vincent Yasi from C44, and Corrie Miller from Friends of the Mad River, (Corrie). 
Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of May 8, 2018.  Mike seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.  All in favor.

2. Eric, Corrie and the SB reviewed the draft RFP for consultant services to assist in the development of a Stormwater Master Plan (SWMP) for the Chase Brook watershed.  The grant received for this project is $14,500.00.  Matches of cash and in kind, brings the amount available to hire a consultant in at $20,000.00.  See attached draft for notes, decisions, and changes.  It was decided that once the proposals come in, one member of the SB will meet with Eric and Corrie and bring forth a recommendation to the whole SB about which consultant they feel is best. Corrie noted that the Town must do a press release for the project as part of the grant requirements.  Timing of requesting/receiving grant funds was discussed and noted that the Town could pay a consultant and immediately request reimbursement from the grant funds.

3. Chuck made a motion to allow the Eliteam to use the gravel pit for training.  Mike seconded.   No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. Dates of training are July 13, 20, 27 and August 3, 2018.

4. Chuck noted a discrepancy in what Lisa at the VR had reported regarding public hearings and the LURs.  He clarified that the SB will be discussing and voting on the LURs at the June 19, 2018 SB meeting.  This based on the changes that were approved by the SB at their May 8, 2018 SB meeting.  There are no further PC or SB public hearings.  Once the SB votes them in on June 19, 2018 they become effective.  

SB was pleased with public involvement with this process and hope interest continues.  Don noted that in the future the SB should be brought to the table much sooner.  

5. SB signed excess weight permits for Structural Wood Construction and Veilleux and Son Trucking.

6. SB briefly reviewed the draft RFP created by Jim Smith regarding Bragg Hill Road culvert replacement and paving.  They decided to put it on the agenda for June 19th thus allowing them time to properly review.  Chuck presented Jim Smith’s rate schedule and made a motion to approve his services ($30/hour).  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. Stuart suggested there may be some grant money out there for this project which is going to be expensive with one mile of road work and 14 culverts to replace.

7. Town Garage Update – Jared will reach out to Doug Day and Jim Despres to see if they will be on a Town Garage Committee.  Chuck has not heard from Kevin Wry so assumes he is no longer interested.

8. Road Foreman Update – 

Stuart said he is ditching up Center Fayston Road and will continue up over the top.  He said the work near Tina Rich’s house was complete.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Stuart and SB discussed the Bagnato problem across from Mt. Ellen Road.  It was decided to leave the speed limit alone, at 35mph, on Mt. Ellen Road.  Stuart will ask Sugarbush if they will keep an eye on that intersection and salt when necessary.  His route takes him three hours and a lot of weather can happen during that time so if Sugarbush can help keep an eye on it he would be willing to give them some salt to do so.  Stuart may also have some ditch material he could give the Bagnatos but one has to be careful with what is put down for a driveway base and a lot of the ditch material is not appropriate.  Once the Bagnatos decide on driveway relocation (or not), Stuart will look into guardrails.

He noted the gravel pit Sharpshooter projects were done.

Don Simonini shared photos he had taken of the ditch near his driveway culvert that needs ditching.  See attached.  He said it is like cement and that he had spent 7 hours out there cleaning his culvert from this sediment and thinks if Stuart ditches above it will stop the problem.  Stuart said he does ditch that road every other year and he is working his way that way now.  Jared stated for the record that homeowners are responsible for keeping their own culverts cleaned out and open.  But that there are situations where the Town work might assist in that, such as this.

Stuart told the SB that he has to put a new furnace in the lower bay as that one has burnt out.

9. 	Other Business:
SB gave Patti permission to sign catering permits for Higher Ground for the Frendly Gathering 6/28-6/3/2018, and Sugarbush Restaurants for rehearsal dinner 6/15/18. 
Patti shared that the Sharpshooter Road Grant work was complete and that she would be submitting reimbursement in the amount of $12,125.00.
Patti asked if the Town Agent, Lindsay Browning, should be consulted regarding the Sassi camp.  The property now belongs to the Town due to the death of Eleanor Sassi.  The son has lived there off and on.  Are there any legal or liability issues that the Town should be aware of or any steps that need to be taken for clean transition/ownership? 
SB signed orders and signed order of 5/15/18 – 6/5/18.
7:36 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Mike seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
