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Proposed Amendment to Land Use Regulations
6:00 p.m. June 19, 2018 at the Robert Vasseur Town Hall


The Fayston Selectboard (SB) will hold a public hearing on June 19, 2018 to affirm its decision(s) regarding proposed changes to the 2012 Town Land Use Regulations at 6:00 p.m. at the Robert Vasseur Town Hall.  All interested persons are encouraged to attend.
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On November 6, 2017, the Fayston Planning Commission held a public hearing on proposed amendments to the Land Us Regulations (LURs).   Following public comment, the Planning Commission (PC) recommended that some of the suggested changes be made to the LURs, and that others should not be made.  When the PC forwarded the proposed LURs to the Selectboard in December 2017, we included a memo that explained our recommendations.

The Selectboard held their hearing on February 19, 2018 and continued it to April 24, 2018.  In the meantime, they asked the PC to answer some of the questions and comments they received, which the PC did.  The Selectboard then deliberated on May 1st and May 8th, and subsequently made changes to the LURs.  Because these were substantial changes, the Selectboard is required to hold another public hearing, and the PC is required to amend our original report of October 16, 2017.  Here is the amended report.  The original is at the bottom.

The purpose of the proposed amendments to the Fayston Land Use Regulations is to bring the regulations up to compliance with the Fayston Town Plan, adopted in December 2014, and amended in 2016.  To this end, the Fayston Planning Commission (PC) and Selectboard (SB) are proposing major revisions to the following sections:
· Development on steep slopes, Section 3.4(E)
· Setbacks – streams, wetlands – Section 3.13
· Wind Turbines, Section 4.17 
· Solar Projects, Section 4.19
· Conditional Use Review, Article 5
· Subdivision Standards, Section 6.3
· Definitions
 
There are also suggested minor revisions to Accessory Dwellings (clarifications to make it easier to construct and go through the development review process); lots divided by a town/state road; curb cut and driveway language; and District Tables (Article 2); as well as some other minor edits. 
 
Findings regarding how the proposal:

Conforms with or furthers the goals and policies contained in the municipal plan, including the effect of the proposal on the availability of safe and affordable housing:

Since the purpose of these amendments to the Land Use Regulations is to address changes to the Town Plan in 2014, they are compatible with the revised Town Plan, and conform with the goals and policies contained in the municipal plan.  The adjustments made to Accessory Dwellings should help increase the availability of safe and affordable housing.  

Is compatible with the proposed future land uses and densities of the municipal plan:

These revisions do not change the zoning map, nor do they conflict with the proposed future land uses and densities of the municipal plan. 

Carries out, as applicable, any specific proposals for any planned community facilities.

There are no planned community facilities, and no impact on existing community facilities.
