Chuck called the meeting to order at 6:25 p.m.
1. Mike made a motion to approve minutes of July 23, 2018.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. SB approved and signed SIPtemberfest Permit for a Public Festival for 9/22/18.

3. SB approved Patti signing a Request to Cater from Sugarbush for an event at the Gate House on 8/24/18.

4. SB discussed a curb cut application for Robert Badore on 100 Tucker Hill Road.  Mike made a motion to approve with conditions including language that the curb cut must meet the new LUR regulations. Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  The application will go to John Weir, Zoning Administrator, for LUR review.  

5. SB opened two bids received for the replacement of 14 culverts on Bragg Hill Road.  One from G&N for $32,000.00 and the other from Kingsbury Construction for $57,369.00.  There was some confusion on the Kingsbury Construction bid due to strike out language.  Mike made a motion to go with the G&N based on the bid response from them.  Chuck seconded.  Further discussion was that a contract would be put together and executed with G&N before others were notified that the bidding was closed. Patti will let G&N and Stuart know.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. Mike explained that he has been working with Corrie Miller, Friends of the Mad River, regarding replacement of the Lockwood Brook culvert on German Flats Road.  An arch culvert has been decided upon.  The topic that keeps coming up is should the Town allow closing of the road for 14 days or not.  It will cost $30,000.00 more dollars, that would be the Town’s responsibility, for flaggers if it were not to be closed.  Chuck asked if there was immediate need to decide and there was not.  It was decided to put it on an agenda in September when the whole SB is back together.

7. Patti gave an update on the Sassi camp matter in that Ray Munn had delivered the latest letter to the camp, and then called him after to let him know that there is an August 21, 2018 notice to vacate.  Patti had also certified mailed the notice.  Chuck then summarized the first notice to vacate, subsequent agreement to allow more time, Mr. Sassi’s changing of that offer, and the SB ultimate decision to return to the original 8/21/18 date to vacate.  The issues being mold in the camp that Mr. Sassi had made the Town aware of and Town liability if he lives in it.

8. No Road Foreman update as Stuart was not present.

9. Other Business: 

SB approved Patti signing a Special Event Permit for Smuggler’s Notch Distillery within the SIPtemberfest event on 9/22/18.  
Chuck made a motion to go ahead and pay Sarah Welch’s (municipal building painter) first invoice of $500.00 with payroll on Monday.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
