Selectboard Minutes
7/24/18
Selectboard Present:   Jared Cadwell, (Jared), Chuck Martel (Chuck), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom, Road Foreman, (Stuart), and Sandy Macy C44, Peter Ludlow, (Peter), Candidate for PC Member, Carol Chamberlin, (Carol) Chair PC, Lindsay Browning, (Lindsay), Town Agent, and David Frank, (David) Energy Coordinator.
Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of July 10, 2018.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
Jared asked that if there was no objection he would like to move the PC Appointment and Sassi Agenda items to #2 and #3.  All agreed.
2. Carol noted that the PC had interviewed candidates for a PC Member position and was here to recommend the SB appoint Peter Ludlow.  Peter spoke about his careers and interest in serving.  Jared made a recommendation to appoint Peter to the PC to fill the remainder of Polly’s term.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Lindsay and SB discussed David Sassi’s request for an extension of time to vacate the former Sassi camp at the Town gravel pit.  After discussion the SB agreed to an extension with the following stipulations;

Mr. Sassi will not reside in the camp.
Last vacate date will be 11/1/18.
Mr. Sassi will be required to sign a liability waiver.

Lindsay will construct a letter to Mr. Sassi this week.  

Jared made a motion to approve Lindsay drafting the letter with these stipulations and that the SB will sign said letter outside of a SB meeting.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. David reviewed the municipal building maintenance list.  He also presented some ADA recommendations from Karyn Scherer which included renovating the lower bathrooms into ADA compliant unisex bathrooms.   See attached.  Estimated $20-$30,000.00. David also suggested hiring her as the project manager and that that would likely cost about $1,500.00. Karyn will be invited to a SB meeting in September to discuss further.

5. Joan Rae had sent an email asking that her road be named and suggesting School House #3 Road, Chimen Lakay, or Cartwheel Road.  SB decided on Cartwheel Road.  School House Rd already exists in Fayston so 911 would not allow that one and Chimen Lakay would likely not be accepted by them either as too confusing for their purposes.  The recommendation will be passed on to our 911 Coordinator, John Weir.

6. SB reviewed the letter from the Cemetery Commission regarding a columbarium project at the Bragg Hill Cemetery.  The Cemetery Commissioners will be invited to a September meeting to discuss.  The cost presented is $50,000.00.

7. SB revisited the Bragg Hill culvert/paving project.  Chuck gave an overview of the discussion at the last SB meeting.  (See minutes of 7/10/18).  SB decided to send out new RFPs to the three culvert bidders with more and additional specifications and time lines.  Jared will get in touch with Jim Smith for guidance with the updated RFP language.  SB agreed to a 10/15/18 deadline for culvert replacement.

8. Road Foreman Update: the new tractor/mower is in, they finished crushing today, have finished graveling Stage Coach Road, they are working on finishing up Glen View from last year’s project, they will have the crusher in for sand (need 5000 yards) in Sept. or Oct.  This winter they will start working in the gravel pit, toward the Sassi camp, to get to better material and to start shutting other parts of the pit.

9. Other Business:

Chuck mentioned that Laura Brines from the Mad River Path had inquired about parking for the trails at the top of Harris Hill.  He said he had done some research and found that the SB had thrown up the very top of that road to accommodate a land owner many years ago.  Stuart talked about the turn-around for the plow and the fact there was little room/option for parking in that area.  Chuck believes the best option is to remove the parking designation from the Mad River Path trail maps.

Chuck noted he had been in contact with Margo from Sugarbush re: the Bagnato traffic problem, all discussed the placement of the State signs and the Town placing additional signs, and the thought that the Bagnato’s are moving ahead with changing their driveway configuration.  Stuart cautioned that if they do move the driveway they will need a culvert under it.  He suggested the Town could help by selling them a culvert at cost if the SB wished.  SB and Stuart again visited the idea of providing them ditch material if they were ditching close enough to that location.  Mike thought Sugarbush may have a gravel source from them as well.

Follow up on speeders on Big Basin Rd.  Chuck had responded to Sally Dwyer since the last meeting.  Stuart will place a stop sign at the end of Big Basin Road.  Patti noted that James McCaffrey (Fayston’s Vt. St. Policy Advisory Rep) was going to speak to Ray Munn as well.

10. [bookmark: _GoBack]SB reviewed their meeting schedule for August and September.  They decided to move their August 7th meeting to August 9th.  Chuck and Mike will be available.  They had already moves the second August meeting to August 28th.  Jared and Mike will be available.  September meetings return to the 1st and 3rd Tuesdays of the month.

SB signed orders and signed order of 7/11/18 – 7/24/18.
Chuck wanted to acknowledge that the Town had rec’d a revised bid from Kingsbury Construction re: the Bragg Hill culvert project.  It was premature as no new RFP had gone out yet.  
7: 38 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Mike seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
