Selectboard Minutes

Selectboard Present:   Jared Cadwell (Jared), and Michael Jordan (Mike)
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis (Patti)
Guests: Sandy Macys – C44, Stuart Hallstrom – Road Foreman
Jared called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
1. Selectboard was unable to approve minutes of August 9, 2018 as Chuck was absent and Jared was not present at that meeting. Tabled until 9/4/18.

2. John Reynolds, ST Paving, was present to discuss the approach to the Bragg Hill culvert/paving project.  His first bid on the project per RFP was $438,660.00.  His second bid was $302,000.00.  Now rethinking the work and location he came in at $381,000.00.  See attached proposals. All discussed cracks and heaving, amount of membrane vs. reclaiming, the depth and length of reclaiming, how and what to do with the materials, scheduling of the paving after a couple weeks of compacting after culvert installation, maintenance of the road during that two-week period, shoulder and driveway work, and two phases of the work in 2018 and 2019. Jared asked Stuart if he was comfortable with the new proposal and he replied he was. 

3. Road Foreman Update:

Jared noted the work on Tucker Hill Road and how nice it looks.  Stuart said he should be done by Thursday.  He does want to replace/increase one of the culverts to a four-footer and will try to do this while he has the excavator rental.  
Stuart noted that Mike Quenneville was working 25-35 hours a week and it was working out well.  Mike is scheduled to work to the end of September.  Jared said we may want to bring him in to touch up Bragg Hill once in a while during the compacting process after culverts are installed.
Stuart believes he will be able to fit all equipment in the town garage this winter.
Jared asked Stuart to confirm that the Town is pretty clear on what they will do to protect rights and privileges regarding care and maintenance of culverts on Class 4 road.  He confirmed.  Re: Castergren, he said the the Town plows up to about a ¼ mile of where that gate is and that that portion of road needs a lot of work.
Stuart had spoken to John Reynolds about paving the municipal building walkway.  John suggested the Town fix the decking first so that he can pave up to it.  Stuart needs to remove the pavers and dig up the area.  SB suggested this project be done next year.
Stuart was asked and he answered that not all vacation time has been taken by the road crew.


4. Other Business:
WEC is putting a line up to the Castergren subdivision, above the Bridgewater’s, and submitted a permit application to do so.  Jared made a motion to approve the permit.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  
SB gave Patti permission to sign a catering permit for American Flatbread for a family event on Barton Road on 9/21/18.

6:40 p.m. Jared made a motion to go into executive session to review settlement language pertaining to the parties involved with the Boyce Road Subdivision legal matter.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6:50 p.m. Mike made a motion to close executive session.  Jared seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Action Taken: The SB authorizes the Town Attorney, John Klesh, to act on the Town’s behalf regarding any agreement pertaining to the Castergren subdivision. They agree with language “that the Town will refuse to sign any agreement which includes the Town stating that certain Class 4 repairs/improvements “should be” made, and/or which obligates the Town to do anything on a class 4 highway other than agree to consider whether to grant approval for private property owners to conduct improvements, repairs and maintenance of such highways.”

A non-binding ballot question in consideration of a couple of ideas that the three Valley SBs have been discussing.
A Town wide distribution system for Town happenings.
David Frank & Karyn Scherer possible attendance at next week’s meeting.
Cemetery Commission on the following agenda.

Jared will be having a meeting with VLCT and will discussion the State General Permit as it pertains to class four roads with them.

Mike volunteered to attend the leadership meeting hosted by the Vermont Council on Rural Development on 10/1/18 at Castleton University.  

5. SB read mail and signed orders of 8/10/18 – 8/28/18.
