Jared called the meeting to order at 5:57 p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of September 18, 2018.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. Kevin Russell – Fayston’s TAC Representative.  

Kevin went over the work the TAC committee has been doing including help to prioritize state funded projects, review and provide comments on local projects, host meetings and site visits, review policy and planning initiatives for CVRPC’s and State transportation plans, etc. He said a lot of time has been focused on stormwater and environmental projects.  SB asked Kevin if he could look into the delayed signage for German Flats Rd and Mt. Ellen Rd. These are really important for safety at this intersection.

He spoke about Route 17 and how his committee had elevated its maintenance status higher on the list but only high enough for a patch vs. repave/reclaim project.  He hopes with enough local voice/awareness it might get elevated further to get the road fixed.   He spoke of alternate guardrails to gain more space for bike lanes.  SB suggested he reach out to Maxine and Ed about this as well. Kevin said he also sits on the Mad River Valley Transportation Advisory Committee and they too had spoken about Route 17.  

Kevin brought up the idea that Fayston give Waitsfield $2500.00 to help fund its sidewalk project.  He feels that Waitsfield Village is really Fayston’s town center as well and as such Fayston should help fund some of its projects.  All agreed something like this would have to go before the Fayston voters and the SB was not sure, with money being tight, if crossing town boundaries would be accepted by the residents.

Kevin noted that GMVT is discontinuing its service on Route 17 this year.

Board thanked Kevin for his work and appreciated his report to them.

3. SB reviewed a proposed Class 4 Road Policy and then went over each class four road to determine if there were year-round or seasonal residents on each.  They made no decisions on the policy at this meeting but will revisit at another.

4. Road Foreman Update: Stuart said the crusher was arriving tomorrow.  He noted John Reynolds wanted to start the paving project no later than 10/15/18.  He said G&N was moving along and should be done by then.

5. Other Business:  SB gave Patti permission not sign a catering permit for Mad River Glen for an event         on 10/6/18.

6.    SB read mail and signed orders of 9/19/18-10/2/18.
