Mike called the meeting to order at 6:00p.m.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of October 16, 2018.  Mike seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. John Stokes and Chrissy Bellmyer representing the Mad River Valley Recreation District went over a list of accomplishments for 2018, including but not limited to, new path boardwalk, skate park expansion, trail signs and kiosks, spoke of the Mad River Park fields, ADA compliance with those fields, and a new girls softball team.  John briefly mentioned a local option tax idea that will be explained at the 11/29/18 tri-town Selectboard meeting.  He spoke of future plans for the fields such as hosting music festivals.  There are already summer soccer camp programs in place.  They are also looking into drilling a well on that site. The Rec District also hopes to expand their website so that one could log on and see all recreation opportunities in the Valley.  He confirmed that the request from each Town will be $15,000.00 for 2019.

3. Errors and Omissions – Doug Mosle had submitted a letter and supporting documentation regarding an errors and omissions request which results in the grand list being lowered by $464.00.  See attached. Chuck made a motion to accept Doug’s submission and request to lower the grand list.  Mike seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. Mike made a motion to approve the access permit submitted by the Bagnato’s property across from the Mt. Ellen Access Road.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. Stuart will be installing 100 feet of guard rail in that location as well and told the SB that speed and stop ahead signs had been installed on Mt. Ellen Road.

5. Update on Bragg Hill Road Project: Paving is completed, shoulders are done.  The last phase of paving will be in June or July of next year.  Mike said he had rec’d an email from G&N that they had completed the punch list on the culverts.  After discussion it was decided that Mike, Stuart and G&N would meet next Tuesday to do a walk through.  The second half of there contract payment will be held until after that inspection.

6. Road Foreman Update: Stuart said he is getting the trucks ready for snow.

7. David Frank presented a cost analysis for the ADA compliant project at the municipal office.  See attached.  He also presented other ideas for upgrading the municipal kitchen space.  See attached. The SB asked that David prioritize the list and get back to them at a future meeting.

8. SB decided to begin budget meetings on November 14 at 1:00 and November 20 at 4p.m.  Both at the Town Offices.

9. Other Business: Chuck suggested announcement of the results of the vote for a listserv for the Town of Fayston.  Exact numbers were not available but all agreed it was an overwhelming approval by the voters to create one.  Mike will work with Don Simonini on this project.

10. SB read mail and signed orders of 10/17/18 – 11/8/18.
