1) Meeting called to order at 12 noon.
2) Officers nominated by Darryl F.: Andy C. was nominated for and elected Chair.  Jared C. was nominated for and elected Secretary.
3) Meeting Protocols discussed: a) will abide by Open Meeting law requirements. b) will have a public comment period at top of agenda – Andy C./Chair will facilitate. c) Written comments will be submitted directly to committee members or to town SB assistants d) agendas, minutes, documents will be posted on each Town’s websites MRV/LOT web posting. e) Will review and confirm protocols at May 28 meeting.
4) Public Comment:  Sal S. – expressed his opposition to the LOT. Expressed that there is not sufficient information about this proposal.  Would like to see Kari Dolan, Steve MacKenzie, Trevor Lashua documents posted in full and easily accessible.  Wants to ensure that minutes, agendas and documents are posted in a timely and accessible manner.  Asked questions (Andy C. reminded Sal S. that Public Comment is not interrogation time)…..Sal asked if a charter change is still in the works, are the by-laws written on November 15, 2018 current, is the MOU draft of May 1, 2019 the most recent and what is the accurate date of the MRVPD Articles of Agreement.

5) Bob A. and Jared C. provided an overview of the origins of the MOU/LOT discussion.  This initiative has been preceded by 5 years of public meetings that have identified clear needs that require tri-town effort.  MOU has evolved from a MRVPD Charter Change/LOT to the proposed SB/LOT MOU.  Jared C. emphasized the need for a Valley wide effort to address housing, transportation, recreation/conservation and economic development needs.
6) Review of the May 19, 2019 MOU Draft – Andy C led the committee through a step by step review/comment session on the document.  Bob A. will incorporate these revisions and circulate.  
Bob C – suggests that Mad River Valley be defined: (Fayston, Waitsfield, Warren)
Bob C. - discussion regarding elected versus  appointed Commission members – affirmed SB appointments for the six positions and MRVPD SC appointed (from public at large) Commission Chair (ratified by the Commission) 
- LOT Collection mechanics – each town shall receive and remit their LOT check from the State to the LOT Commission in a timely manner.  
- discussion regarding Town’s ability to make a specific grant request provided it meets criteria.  Kellee M asked if committee is open to “set aside %” for each town’s own use.  Committee discussed and concluded that LOT and Municipal purposes should remain separate.  
- VLCT will be asked to review current MOU draft – with particular emphasis on relevant state statutes and whether the MOU draft is following proper procedures and guidelines.
- MOU review recessed at “F” Quorum Voting section.
