Covid-19 Election Policy for June 16, 2020

All Election workers, volunteers and voters will be asked to stay away from the
Fayston Municipal building if they (or anyone in their family) are displaying any of

the following symptoms:
e Fever

e Cough

e Shortness of Breath

ELECTION WORKERS & VOLUNTEERS
All election workers & volunteers will have their temperature checked at the beginning of their
shift.
All election workers & volunteers will be required to wear a mask.
Washing/sanitizing of hands will happen regularly throughout the day.

ABSENTEE VOTING

Absentee voting can be requested by phone, email or mail.

In-person absentee voting at the Municipal building will be by appointment only.

Absentee voting will be available until Noon the day before the election. The Fayston Town
Office will close at noon the day before the election to prepare for the Election the following
day.

Same day absentee voters who, due to medical conditions other than Covid-19, are unable to
leave their home and request that two JPs bring the ballot to their home on election day, please
make this arrangement with us well in advance to enable us to schedule.

ELECTION DAY VOTING

Weather permitting, the preference will be to hold the election outside.

OUTDOOR Voting policy:

There will be a limit of two voters at once.

All voters will be required to wear a mask.

All voters will be asked to sanitize their hands.

It will be requested that voters bring their own pens. The Town will provide pens for those that
don’t bring a pen, and those pens will be sanitized after each use.

Voting booths will be cleaned between each voter.

Voter Check Out will be eliminated.

INDOOR Voting policy:

There will be a limit of two voters inside the building at once.

All voters will be required to wear a mask.

All voters will be asked to sanitize their hands prior to entering the building.

It will be requested that voters bring their own pens. The Town will provide pens for those that
don’t bring a pen, and those pens will be sanitized after each use.

Voting booths will be cleaned between each voter.

Voter Check Out will be eliminated to reduce the number of people inside the building.
